Camping

We have chosen Mount Kidd RV Park for our
stay in Kananaskis in 2008, the same campground
we enjoyed in 1994 and 2001. For those of you new
to the area, the campground is located just south of
the Kananaskis village and golf courses along High-
way 40. (The nearest pub is back at the Village!) It’s
a fantastic facility, worthy of a return.

Three of the sites are booked starting on
Thursday, while the other three are booked starting
on Friday. Many of the sites will have to hold two
units to accommodate all of us, but there is a limit of
three units per any site. Check-in time is 1:00 p.m.,
and check-out is noon.
