The greens are true and faster than they look.  Unfortunately the rough is reminiscent of some of the Jersey courses we’ve played so I’d like to remind everyone of the “Jersey” rule which has been posted on the rules page of our website for the last 4 years:

Playing from dirt - If your ball comes to rest on a patch of dirt where there should be grass, you should be able to place it on grass, not bettering your position, nor any closer to the hole.  Your opponent should always be asked before ever moving a ball in play.

Handicaps Adjusted
