Scramble Rules

We have 5 teams competing in this year’s scramble.  Here’s how it’s going to work.  

Handicap does not play a part in this better ball tournament.  Each team hits 2 tee shots and plays the best one.  This continues until the ball is holed out.

Since Spring Hollow has 5 par 3’s, each person in the team will have to use 2 tee shots on the par 3’s.  That leaves 13 par 4’s and 5’s.  Each person of each team will have to use 6 drives on these holes.  Keep track of how many of each person’s drive you use.   

Since we’re going to have wet conditions, you’ll be able to lift, clean and place, but no closer to the hole and you are not allowed to improve your position.  That means that if you’re under or behind a tree, you will not be able to move the ball to a more favorable location.  You cannot move the ball under any circumstances if you are in a hazard.

One last thing, please keep track of your putts.  Fill out your scorecard as you would during a regular season match.
