Rules:  Changes and Reminders
Sudden Death: 

There was a rule on the books that stated that should the playoff match go into sudden death extra holes, that no handicap would be given after the first 18 holes.  That rule has been reversed by unanimous vote. . It was also voted that during the playoffs, it makes sense to have the A’s play with the A’s and the B’s play with the B’s.

Tees: 
Since there was some concern about the length of a few of the courses that we play, it was decided that should we ever play a course where the yardage of the white tees is less than 5900 yards, everyone will play from the back tees if available

Scramble: 

This years scramble will revert back to the original format of a two man better ball tournament with the following rules.  Each team will have to use half the drives of each partner on all holes.

For example, a regulation course usually has 4 par threes.  That means that each team would have to use two tee shots by each player.  On the remaining par 4 and 5 holes, each team member would have to use seven drives.

Score Cards:

Score cards are to filled out with the score for the hole in one box and the putts for that hole in the box directly below it.  After one reminder, a monetary penalty ($$$) will be assessed to the twosome turning in a card that is filled out incorrectly.  You will no longer be required to fill out the score sheets at the end of a round unless you want to.  

Putting:

There are no “gimmes” at all anymore (THANKS STEVE!!!!).  All putts MUST be putted into the cup.  No exceptions.  Anyone offering a “gimme” will lose the hole.  Any player accepting a “gimme” will be assessed FOUR additional putts for that hole.  Anyone admitting to any of the above will be forced to buy the first round after the match……

Turning in a card:

The concept of turning a card in was based, in part, on the rule that all matches had to be made up before the next scheduled match and that there are inevitable situations during the summer that due to vacations and emergencies, people are not always able to attend each match.  The problem is that last year some people were too quick to turn in a card before giving their opponent an opportunity to play them head-to-head.  After much discussion, it was decided to leave the rule as is, but to remind everyone how important it is to give your opponent the chance to play your match head-to-head.  This is a match play league, and every effort should be made to play in person before a card is turned in.
