The second part to this question is if on the tee shot the ball rolls into the tee marker for the tees ahead of him – example would be teeing from professional and hitting the ladies tee box marker.  Would he tee again from original spot.          

A.> In reply to your recent e-mail, please refer to Rule 19-1 and the Definition of “Rub of the Green”.  Rub of the green has occurred when the ball was deflected by an outside agency (the man-made object and the tee markers).  No penalty is incurred and the ball must be played from where it comes to rest (i.e., on the forward teeing ground).  We would like to thank Bob for submitting this for publication.
