From the death of the Democratic-Republicans to the spawn of the Jacksonians, Democrats, and Whigs, the years between 1820 and 1840 included various events and actions that led to the birth of said political parties. And as America grew within these years, it’s definition of democracy did not; there was to be a federal government above the rest in order to maintain the safety and welfare of it’s citizens. Inevitably, separate and influenced desires between different sorts of people, based on their location, race, status, or sex, were created and bred specific cliques of people with similar intents and goals – political parties.
