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Soc. D-Day Proj.

1941 – FDR and Churchill plan to execute two operations to invade Germany; Operation Sledgehammer in for a smaller attack 1942, and Operation Roundup for a larger attack in 1943.
1943 – Operation Roundup is later adopted and turned into Operation Overlord to invade Normandy, France in 1944; U.S. and Britain begins planning for the attack.

1943 – General Dwight Eisenhower is named Supreme Commander of the Allied Expeditionary Force, and given command over all the Allied forces in Europe. 
1943 – Hitler deems General Field Marshal Erwin Rommel as Inspector of Coastal Defenses after being threatened by an invasion of France
1944 - General Sir Bernard Montgomery is named as Operational Commander for the invasion ground forces in January
