
Americans are becoming increasingly more liberal on the issues of            
homosexuality and "gay marriage," according to a new Gallup Poll           
conducted in May 2007. In fact, the study found Americans' tolerance 
(acceptance) of homosexuality at an all-time high. For instance:                   

– 57% percent of U.S. adults say homosexuality "should be considered an acceptable  alternative lifestyle" (formerly 54%).  
- 47% percent say they personally believe homosexual relations are morally acceptable (formerly 44%). The poll found 49% believe            
homosexuality is unacceptable, the first recorded time this figure ever below 50%. 
- 59% say homosexual relations should be legal and 37% say they should not be legal. 
- 42% say homosexuality is "something a person is born with," matching the all-time high from last year while 35%, an all-time low,  
say it is a combination of upbringing and environment. 
Interestingly, a majority of adults, 53%, remain opposed to "gay marriage" legalization while 46% support it. In November 2007,            
seven states passed constitutional amendments prohibiting "gay marriage" with an average of 63.6%.     – Baptist Press , 6.1.2007  
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Christianity in America Today             
      & The Rise of the Laodicean Church  
With more than 20 years of research, The Barna Group is          
reporting a disturbing trend among Americans' spiritual beliefs 
and behaviors—their commitment to orthodox biblical                  
perspectives is "slipping." Findings from a recent Barna study 
reflect a "spiritual profile" among Americans similar to that of 
the early church at Laodicea - a church which Jesus                        
admonished for being "neither hot nor cold" and called them to            
repentance.  Every year, The Barna Group explores the "state of 
America's faith," examining such factors as people's             
spiritual activity, faith identity, commitment, and religious           
perspective. This year's poll indicates that while Americans are 
remaining spiritually active, the percentage of those who hold 
orthodox biblical views has fallen to its lowest level in decades. 
"They've actually become less orthodox, less traditional," says 
Barna's David  Kinnaman. "[M]any of their core biblical                
perspectives have changed." In this 2007 study, two-thirds 
(66%) of Americans say they believe that God is best described 
as "the all-powerful, all-knowing creator of the universe who 
rules the world today." That is down 5% from one year ago and 
represents the lowest percentage in more than 20 years of          
similar surveys, notes the report. In addition, says Kinnaman, 
"they are less likely to reject the notion that Jesus sinned 
(37%), and they're less likely to believe that Satan is a real          
spiritual entity (24%)." Both of those percentages are lower than 
last year and are among the lowest during the two decades Barna 

has tracked Americans' views in those 
areas. Kinnaman states that while millions 
of Americans feel personally committed 
to God, they are "renegotiating" the          
definition of God. Kinneman states, "They lack a consistent and 
holistic understanding of their faith...[They] say they are           
personally committed to Jesus Christ, but they believe he sinned 
while on Earth. Many believers claim to trust what the Bible 
teaches, but they reject the notion of a real spiritual            
adversary...." Kinnaman says most Americans seem to have one 
foot in the "biblical camp" and one foot outside it - placing           
themselves in what Kinnaman refers to as a "squishy middle."  
"They say they are committed, but to what? They are spiritually 
active, but to what end? The spiritual profile of American           
Christianity is not unlike a lukewarm church that the Bible warns 
about (Revelation 3:14-22),” says Kinnaman. The ultimate result, 
he fears, is that the shift away from biblical perspectives will 
cause America's youth to conclude that the Christian faith does 
not represent "deep, consistent truths about the spiritual and 
natural world." - OneNewsNow.com (5.23.2007)

United States - The American College of Pediatricians (ACP) is calling for an end 
to embryonic stem-cell research and recommends exclusive support for adult     
stem-cell research. “Not only does embryonic research require taking the life of 
human embryos, it also prolongs needless suffering by delaying the development of 
more promising adult stem-cell treatments and cures,” said Dr. Michelle Cretella, 
fellow of ACP. Research using non-embryonic sources, including amniotic fluid,           
umbilical cord blood, placenta and adult blood has yielded impressive results, the

Illinois - The grandparents of a 12-year-old student who says she was forced to watch the R-rated,             
gay-themed movie Brokeback Mountain at school have filed a lawsuit against the Chicago Board of                 
Education for psychological distress and false imprisonment.

Former President Jimmy Carter issued a 
statement yesterday urging the United 
States military drop its “Don’t Ask, Don’t 
Tell” policy regarding homosexuals in the     

military. "The nation’s commitment to human rights requires that 
lawmakers revisit ’Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,’ the current policy that 
prevents lesbians, gays and bisexuals from 
serving openly in our armed forces," Carter 
said in an exclusive statement to the          
homosexual activist group, Servicemembers 
Legal Defense Network (SLDN). Carter told 
the SLDN that the current prohibition 
“regulates a group of citizens then prohibits 
them from identifying themselves and speaking up on their own           
behalf.” The Department of Defense has long defended its policy 
against permitting homosexuals in the military, arguing that    
permitting homosexuals in the armed forces would disrupt vital 
cohesion, discipline, and morale in military units and “seriously 
impairs the accomplishment of the military mission.” Former 
President Jimmy Carter has been a recent outspoken advocate of 
homosexual “rights”, supporting homosexual civil unions and has 
indicated an openness to same-sex “marriage.” In 1992 he agreed 
to serve as honorary co-chair of a fund-raising dinner for one of 
the nation's leading homosexual advocacy groups, the Human 
Rights Campaign. In doing so, Carter became the first president 
of the United States to associate himself with a fund-raising 
effort in the homosexual "community".

Surfing for Net Nuggets (NSurfing for Net Nuggets (N22)...)...  

Doctors at a British fertility clinic will begin 
screening embryos for cosmetic defects, 
the first time a license to do so has been 
issued in the country. Doctors at the clinic 
were granted a license to screen for the cosmetic condition by 
the Human Fertilization and Embryology Authority (HFEA).     
During the screening process, embryos conceived in a laboratory 
are tested at the eight-cell stage to see if they carry the      
potential for the unwanted disorder or characteristic. If they 
do, the embryo will be destroyed and doctors will test another 
for implant into the mother‘s womb. Previously, the use of       
embryo screening was limited to severe disorders such as cystic 
fibrosis or blood disorders. The procedure has been condemned 
by critics as a eugenics tool to eliminate those seen as physically 
unfit from society, with embryos showing genetic markers that 
indicate the child may develop a disorder discarded, in favor of 
genetically “pure” embryos. The international pro-life movement 
anticipated the eventual use of embryo screening to produce 
“tailor-made” babies. Prof. Gedis Grudzinskas, with the Bridge 
Centre clinic, said he would screen embryos for hair color or any 
cosmetic condition that caused distress to parents…                  
[Hair color] can be a cause of bullying which can lead to suicide. 
With the agreement of the HFEA, I would do it.
