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‘Longtime Cape resident,
former ad manager, dies at 82

Donald R. Langer, a former advertising man-
ager and longtime Cape resident, died Thursday,
Nov. 4, 2004, at 6 am. He was 82.

He had worked for the Cape Coral Daily
Breeze for 27 years.

“He was just a nice man. He always had a
kind word for everybody,” said David Nagy,
who works in dispatch at the newspaper office
and who said Langer was “a very good friend to
me.” ‘ , ,
The former advertising business manager was
a man who never forgot his friends, according to
Nagy.

“He was a mentor to me because he taught
me a lot about how the news business functions,
and he also taught me how important are the
functions of following through, step by step, and
attention to detail. He was just a dedicated man
and a terrific guy,” Nagy said.

Langer loved his wotk, according to his
younger daughter, Donna Langer, who had lived
in the Florida Fanhandle for 25 years but moved
to Cape Coral when her father had a heart attack
and retired five years ago.

“He held two jobs in his life,” she said. “He
was in advertising sales for a trade paper, The
American Metai Market, and he worked for The
Breeze. He absolutely loved working. Being in
sales, he got to know everybody and got
involved with the community. He was very com-
munity minded.

"~ Langer was a member of the Chamber of
Commerce of Cape Coral, the Elks and the
American Legion in the Cape, according to his
daughter.

“He finally retired,” she said. “He stopped
working after 27 years with The Breeze. He
loved it there. He had a quadruple bypass in

1999, and he has not been totally well since
then.”

Her father went to Cape Coral Hospital Sept.
28, and he was later fransferred to Shady Rest
Care Pavilion in Fort Myers where he later died.

“We had seen him the day before,” Donna
Langer said. “I think he knew. He told my mom
‘I 'am a very sick man,” and that’s when he decid-
ed it was time.”

Langer was born March 18, 1922 in West

.Orange, N.J. Most of his youth and high school

years, as well as the early years of his marriage.
to Ruth, were spent in Long Island; N.Y.

Don and Ruth were married Sept. 30, 1950.
The eldest of their four children is Steven, whose
wife is Mal. He works for the federal govern-
ment in Germany, his sister said. They have a
daughter, Catherine, who is in the U.S. Army
and stationed in San Diego.

Next is Nancy Logan, who lives in
Southampton, Penn., with her son, Danny

"Logan.

Their third child is Laura Adams of Colorado
Springs, Colo., who. gave them two grandchil-
dren, Jessica Adams of Boca Raton, Fla., and
Zachary Logan, who is married to Leah and isa
Marine stationed in Washington, D. C.

Donna said her own daughter is Jennifer, who
is married to David Weldon, and they live in
Navarre, Fla.

“He was a Marine at Guadalcanal, and was on
the first boat that landed there. He served twice

_ in-the Pacific (war theater), and he attended the

first Super Bowl, Jan. 15, 1967,” Donna Langer
said.
Service arrangements still are pending.
“We’ll have very private service this week for
the family only and my mom,” Donna Langer
said. “We’ll have a public memorial service
sometime in the future.”
