Regarding where the Swicks originate both Gloria Nardecchia and Pat Irvine have provided some sources. In Pat Irvine’s manual titled, “Swik & Swick Family History”, October 2003, it states, “Veronica Wolle, widow of Mattheys Twik of Erlenbag, joined the New York City Reformed Church 28 August 1711. Veronica Zwickin, a widow aged 39, Marcus Zwickin aged 1, John Martin Zwickin, aged 6, and Anna Margareta Zwickin aged 14, all were in New York City in 1710-1711 (Palatines in NY City)”. Erlenbach was the place defined as Erlenbag and in the book Palatines of New York, Vol. I + II, by Henry Z. Jones, Jr., Fellow, American Society of Genealogists,  the four children named are Anna Margaretha, Johan Georg (Hans Zurig/Jurig/ Jerick Levisten), Marcus and Johann Martin. They were all said to be born in Erlenbag/Erlenbach. Further books to consider are: Boyd Ehle, Palatine Heads of Families from Govenor Hunter’s Ration Lists, June 1710 to September 1714; The Book of Names Especially Relating to the Early Palatines and the First Settlers in the Mohawk Valley, by Lou D. MacWethy, Genealogical Pub. Co.,1969; List of Palatines in 1709, Lou D. MacWethy; In the Book of Names, St. Johnsville, NY: The Enterprise and News, 1933, pp. 75-111, reprinted by Genealogical Publishing Co., Baltimore, 1985; Four London Lists of Palatines from Germany, 1709, copied from a manuscript in the British Museum, London. Son: 11, 6, 5. Daughter: 13; The Palatine Families of New York – 1710, University City, Ca. 1985, Vol. 1-2, by Henry Z. Jones gives the information on Mathys and Veronica Zwick on pages 850 and 1151. Rainer Henrich of Zürich, Switzerland writes, “For Erlenbach, "Muellers deutsches Ortsnamenbuch" has 16 places called  Erlenbach (some of them consisting of not more than a few buildings and no church), not to speak about places with similar names as Erlbach, Erlach  and so on, and others may have disappeared. But it makes sense to concentrate on the larger places (parishes) with this name”.

F -67320 Erlenbach, Albé, Bas-Rhin in France

Gerhard Bumann writes, “Dear Dennis, todays Albé is the former Erlenbach, renamed after World War I, when the Alsace came to France. In Albé you will not find any Zwicks, but in the Regions BAS RHIN and HAUT RHIN. I think it is normal, that people "emigrate" from such a little town, to make their fortune nearby. And in Alsace all things are nearby, seen from outside, but possibly inside too. The address of the official telephone book of France Telecom is _www.pagesjaunes.fr_. Most of Alsatians speak German or they understand. 
The Alsace is not totally roman-catholic but there is a
substantial lutheran or reformed (Zwingli!) church.  The Alsace was border land for some hundred years (as today) and so they were beaten by wars, and the reign very often (together with the religion)”. There are 10 Zwicks listed in the French telephone book.
On LDS microfilm #720041  it is for 1761-1792 for the Catholic Church of Saint-Wendelin (Albé, Bas-Rhin). The church register starts in 1601 to 1791 but the records cannot be attained from LDS for the years 1601 to 1761. Because the records start in 1761, this microfilm was not looked at.

On LDS microfilm #720080 Kaysersberg, France. 1655-1782, read by Dennis A. Swick, 1662- Joseph Zickel son of Martin Zwickel (could be Zwickel); 1664- Georg Joannes Burchardt, son of Paulus Burchart and Maria; 1665- Maria Elizabeth Zicklin, daughter of Martin Zickl and Baalburgis Flachin (could be Zwickl);1691- Maria Elizabeth Wolle, parents: Johann Wolle and Ana Maria Vismindin; 1692- Antonius Wolle, parents: Johann Jacob Wolle and Ottilia Folzin, patrino: Joannes Wolle; and 1695- Maria Elisabeth Wollin. 

On http://home.mchsi.com/~gregdienhart/tree/a1.htm it shows: Paul Rheinhold Zwick- was born about 23 Sep 1868 in Alsace, Lorraine, France, died on 23 May 1897, about age 28, and was buried on 26 May 1897 in Graceland, Cook, Illinois. 
He died from typhiod fever at age 28. Paul Zwick married Minnie Hasse in 1890 in Chicago, Cook, Illinois. Minnie Haase was 16 at time of marriage. Minnie Haase was born about 1874 in Hessen, Germany and died in Sep 1916 in Pontiac, Illinois, about age 42. Her father was Thomas Haas was born in 1854 in New Trier, Rhineland, Germany. He worked as a tailor. 


On LDS microfilm #948106, Fürth, Hessen, 1663-1876, read by Dennis A. Swick, it listed in 1708, Jois Haas.

Albert Klein of France writes, “(look at) http://gnealogie.free.fr/val-ville/
and you will find one ZWICK Georges who got married twice, (first to)  BEYER, Anna Maria on 14 March 1688 and (later to) Maria on 20 Nov 1692 (but it doesn't say in which village...)”. On this website the city of Albé  (Erlenbach) was researched for the marriages that took place from 1600 to 1800 in Val-de-Vallé, France. It listed Quirinus Zeller, Laurentius Zieglar, and Conradus Zoller and these were the only “Z” names given.

It also listed St. Martin which is near  Albé to the West, but no Zwicks were listed from

1600 to 1800. 


Christian Kiefer wrote Etienne Herrbach of France, and Etienne writes, “Hello Denis, I confirm that the parish registers of Albé start 1761 (baptisms and burials)and 1762 (marriages).  Before that period, the records were written in the registres of Villé.  Albé was a "paroisse filiale" of Villé. ZWICK is not common at all in the "Val de Villé", i.e. valley of Villé, Bas-ghin, which includes Albé.  The list of marriages by J.L. Rose <http://gnealogie.free.fr/val-ville/index.htm> mentions only one entry by this name. ---Etienne”.

The two LDS microfilms that can still be considered are #656988, 1694-1777, Catholic Church, Albé, France and #666508, St. Martin, Catholic, (Oise) near Albé, France. But from the above web site, it appears that Mathys Zwick is not from Albé.

On LDS microfilm #186082, Evangelical Church -Radevormwald (Kr. Lennep), 1707 -1769, has data. But because the dates start at 1707, this microfilm

will not be looked at because the dates need to be 1705 or before.

54523 Erlenbach – today part of 54523 Hetzerath


In Mayen, which is near the connection of the rivers Mosel and Rhein, Peter C. Zwick of Ohio writes that in the late 1600’s to early 1700’s the Zwicks lived here. Mayen (Rheinland), was a former province of Trier which is just north of  the Mosel River near Koblenz. Markus Zwick of Germany sends the following, “I was able to trace back my own roots to a very old Zwick family here in the surroundings of Koblenz, some 150 kilometers north from the Palatine area. Their origin goes back to the 15th century. My first known ancestor is Arnold Zwick, born about 1430, inhabitant of Nickenich. He was a jury member at the local court and he was married to Greta (Margaretha). His descendants can be found in  Obermendig 1531, Mayen city 1654, Bell near Mayen 1655 (this is where my Zwick come from), Eich near Andernach 1660, Thür near Mayen 1670, and Wehr 1690 (from there to Rheinbrohl and Hammerstein).They were purely catholic and it is very unlikely there is a relation to the Palatine Zwick family”.


On LDS microfilm #584862 is the Catholic Church records of Hetzerath (Kr. Wittlich) but because it goes from 1787 to 1833, these records were not researched.


On LDS microfilm #1336847 item 3 Catholic Church Föhren (Kr. Trier),

read by Dennis A. Swick, had the book, Familien und Hauschronik Faha-1688-1975
that had no Zwicks or Wolles listed. It also did not list the names of  Marcus. But Erlenbach was mentioned in 1696, Maria Odilie. In 1724 and 1750 it mentioned Matthia, Erlebach . In 1665 to 1678 it mentioned names like Peter or Vicenz in Irlebach. And it mentioned Anna Christina Hahn in Ehlenbach and Von H. Peter and Dorothea Culmann in Ehlenbach. But Mathys Zwick/Swick born 1674 was not mentioned. It had a Matthia

but he was born in 1750.


On LDS microfilm #1336869 Trier, Sehlem Family Book, 1583-1750, read by Dennis A. Swick, it had 1881- Peter Joseph Schweich married Isabella Geiler. Their children were: Johann Schweich, 1882; Anna Maria Schweich, 1884, married Georg Hanensheim; 1799- Maria Schwickenash. In 1800 there is listed Matth. Zwick. One of his sons was:1786- Matthias Zwick married Catharine Plutich (?). Then there was 1796- Matthias Zwick married Anna Weber.


Peter C. Zwick of Ohio sends the following information from LDS microfilm #585914, Trier,  item 1,2,3,4: (1) Jois (Johannes) Zwick married Plena in 1650. They had a: (2) daughter on 4/19/1654. Their second child was: (2) Antoni Zwick, b. 2/26/1656. And their third child was: (2) daughter born 4/28/1657. Their fourth was: (2) Antoni Zwick, b. 1656, d. 5/9/1705  and married Gertrude Cavenheim, d. 3/24/1696 They married on 2/17/1697. Their children were: (3) Jois Leonardis Zwick, b. 9/7/1681; (3) daughter, b. 6/24/1684; (3) Aldelheidus Zwick, b. 1/20/1686; (3) Anna Catherina Zwick, b. 10/28/1688; (3) Matthias Zwick, b. 10/7/1692; (3) Andreas Zwick, b. 3/22/1694, d. 1704; (3) Joannes Zwick, b. 12/17/1697; (3) Hermandus Zwick, b. 1/26/1699, d. 1732 married Anna Wilhelmi. Their children were: (4) Gertrudis Zwick, b. 11/16/1731 and (4) Maria Magdalena, b. 4/1725. Joannes Antoni and Gertrude Zwicks other children were:(3) Maria Zwick, b. 5/14/1701; and (3) Stephanus Zwick, b. 2/10/1703. Peter C. Zwick also says that the were other Zwicks in Mayen. The German custom was to name the first child after the godparent, but sometimes all the children were named after the godparent. For example, on 6/10/1662, Plena, who was the spouse of Jois (Johannes) Zwick, was a godparent for a child born that date. On 3/20/1663, Apollonia, the wife of Joannes Zwicken (which could possibily Zwick as such endings were given to the children in German) was a godparent on this date. Daughter on 2/17/1664 whose godparent was Catharina. On 12/1668  Joannes Zwick and Apolonia (which is not listed before) have a son whose godparent was Sebastian. On 5/15/1665 they have a son whose godparent was Joannes. And on 1673, they have a son whose godparent was Mathias. The deaths given are: Gertrudus, d. 3/24/1696, wife of Antoni Zwick; Andreas Zwick, d. 5/18/1704, son of Antoni Zwick; Antoni Zwick, d. 5/9/1705; Stephanus Zwick, d. 5/25/1706; and Hermmanius Zwick, d. 6/1732.

Volker Durben on www.durben-web.de/gedoom/index/ind0807.html shows there were Zwicks listed in Wehr, Germany. Wehr lies in the western part of Germany. It is west of river Rhein and north of the river Mosel between the city Koblenz and Bonn. It's about 3 kilometers to the lake Laacher See. The Zwicks were and are Catholic. There was Johannes Zwick married to Agnes Reuter. Their daughter was: Anna  Katharina Zwick, b. 1689. The names listed are: Maria Zwick, 1895; Maria Zwick, 1889; Maria Anna Zwick, 1882; Maria Anna Zwick, 1862; Maria Anna Zwick, 1808; Maria Elisabeth Zwick; Maria Magdalena Zwick, 1887; Magdalena Zwick, 1847; Magdalena Zwick, 1836; Magdalena Zwick, 1822; Matthias Zwick, 1813; Matthias Zwick, 1780; Matthias Josef Zwick, 1880; Nobert Zwick; Peter Zwick, 1824; Peter Zwick, 1855; Peter Zwick, 1852; Peter Josef Zwick, 1829; Philipp Zwick; Potentin Zwick, 1894; Renate Zwick; Servatius Zwick, 1700; Thomas Zwick; and Wilhelm Zwick.

Gerd Wyrwas of Germany sends the following from: “Familienbuch Niedermendig-Obermendig-Bell Seite 1050”: Johann Zwick, b. before 1633, married Gertrud Küntgen in Bell in 1658. They came to Maria Laarch in 1652 and he served there 3 years as a smith. Their children were: (2) Johann Zwick, 1658; (2) Matthäus Zwick, 1660;  Peter Zwick, 1662; (2) Jodocus Zwick, 1667; and Peter Zwick, 1675. Then Anton Zwick married Maria Magdalena (Jäger) in 1691. Anton could be the last son of Johann Zwick. His children were from Bell: (2) Anton Zwick, 1691; (2) Matthias Zwick, 1695; and Stephan Zwick, 1698.


On LDS microfilm #466729 Catholic Church Föhren (Kr. Trier), Hertzrath (Kr. Wittlich) 1644-1747, has records that should be looked at.

On LDS microfilm #1441897 item 4-8, 1640- 1713, Evang. Church, Nieder-rad, (Frankfurt/Main), read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwick or Wolle surnames from 1640 to 1706.  There were lots of Wagners, Müllers, Fischers, and Engels. In 1850 there was the surname Wickel.

61352 Ober-Erlenbach – today part of Bad Homburg v. d. Höhe


On LDS microfilm #939219, 1677-1779, Catholic Church, Ober Erlenbach (Kr. Friedberg) needs to be researched.


On LDS microfilm #1045442 item 8, 1633-1708, Friedrich von Hessen-Homburg II, Landgraf, Landgraf Friedrich II, von Homburg un die Hugenotten; #1045468 item 3, Henri Denkinger, Henri Tollin, Friederich Brandes – Hugenotten in Deutschland; #1270403 items 3-4, 1652-1701, Catholic Church, Kirdorf (Homburg vor der Höhe #1270144 items 4-7, 1672-1867, Evangelical Church, Deutsh-Reformed, Homburg vor der Höhe; and #1045436 item 16, PHILIPP Cosch Familienamen 1468-1553 Hessen-Nassau, personal names Hessen-Kassel (Bad-Homburg- Höhe) all have to be researched.


On LDS microfilm #1270136 items 8-9, 1614-1735, Evangelic Church, Homburg vor der Höhe (Obertaunuskreis), Darmstadt, read by Dennis A.Swick, from 1614-1699 it had Johannes Zwickel and Marvin M. Zwick, 1616- Johan Mason Zwickel, 1632- Hans Mason Zwick, 1634- Hoff Zwickel, 1682- Caspar Zwick, 1682-Anna Margaretha Swickin, 1682- Johan Zwick, 1682- Johan W. Zwick, 1685- Caliminus Zwick, 1712-

Johannes Schuick, son of Hans U. Schuick. Other names given related to the Zwicks were: Fuchs, Meyers, Schneider, Kaiser, Weber and Schick. But there was no Matthys Zwick or any of his children listed.


On LDS microfilm #1270403, 1652-1865, Catholic Church, Homburg vor der Höhe (Obertaunuskreis), Darmstadt, read by Dennis A.Swick.  In Limburg from 1854 to 1865 it had: Andreas Voll, Johannes Woll, Milfadan Woll, Matthia Voll to Jacob Schŭck.

But no Zwicks were listed up to 1715.

Thomas J. Zimmerman writes,“ Here is a PDF on the Chronik of Erlenbach am Main. Please check it as it is quite large but so far I did not find any hints for Zwick. However, there is another Erlenbach am Main, some 30 miles away near Marktheidenfeld.”  This is from Chronik of Erlenbach am Main,  ERLENBACH A. MAIN im Spiegel der alten und neuen Zeitgeschichte herausgegeben vom MARKT ERLENBACH A. Einwohnerzahl: 4200, davon 3250 Katholiken und 950 Protestanten,

sent by Thomas J. Zimmerman. On page 56 it has: Die Namen der Erlenbacher Schultheißen und ihre Amtszeiten konnten ab Mitte des 14. Jahrhunderts unter Ausschöpfung zahlreicher Archivalien zum Großteil ermittelt werden. Sie lauten: Giselhard, ca. 1350-1380, hatte einen ritterlichen Lehenhof, der auch noch später gelegentlich als „Giselhardeshof“ genannt wird und möglicherweise sogar mit dem früheren Rathaus identisch sein könnte. Jahrhunderts bezeichnete), Lautenschläger, Metzger, Müller, Scherer, Schöffer (oder Schäfer), Schubert (- Schuhmacher), Schuler (entweder Scholare oder Schulmeister), Spielmann, Wagner, Werber, Zeiger (vielleicht soviel wie Uhrmacher, der in manchen ostdeutschen Gegenden als “Zeigersteller“ bezeichnet wurde), schließlich Zöller (Zolleinnehmer). Sohn, Rollens Söhne, Sibot Schuonacht (= Schannat), Eberhard Emmerich; Gyle, der Schwiegersohn des Schultheißen; Mertin, Wigant Zengelein, Gerhard Süssler (Schüßler); Heinz, Sohn der Hedwig; Hans Diemar, Henlin Eberwin, Stein, Henelin Zollner, Henlin Arnheider, Peter Mulner; Siegfried, des alten Schultheißen Sohn; Heinzelin Kürschner, Apel Schmitt, Lucke Guzwin, Heinz Wingerter, Heinrich Hame (= Hohm), Heimann Retberg, Bertold Mciloch, Kontze Neusse.

On page 78 and 79 had for the 1500’s in Erlenbach: Linhart Kintzinger, Kloß Kintzinger, Hans Kintzinger, Kontz Kintzinger, Kunz Mechenhart, Hans Koche, Heinz Dieter, Thomas Mechenhart, Hans Etzel, Heinz Hune, Jost Albert, Hans Flade, Konz Arnolt, Schodt, Hans Ziemlich vormals Heinz Waltz, Hans Ülein, Jörg Wolfhart, Herdt Weber, Hans Gernat, Johann Speißer, Kuntz Moller, Schott vormals Rudolf Keth, Güthge zu Wörth vormals Hans Home, Hans Röttinger, Hans Zengel. Bauer, Becker, Brückner, Fecher und Ferge (beides bedeutet Fährmann), Glöckner, Hofmann, Jäger, Krug (wohl als symbolische Abkürzung für einen Töpfer oder Hafner), Kehrer, Kettner, Kistner, Laumeister (ursprünglich Laubmeister, was einen der wichtigsten Forstbeamten vor allem im Spessart seit dem Ende des 14. J., Michael Krug, Hans Klugen Wittib, Hans Zengel d.Ä., Hans Kern, Hans Bauer, Wendel Elbert, Mertin Wetzel, Hans Gernhardt, Hans Schüßler, Christmann Rüdiger, Hermann Heuns Wittib, Stämme Berninger, Weigandt, Zengel und Zöller.


The places around Erlenbach am Main are Klingenberg am Main, Wörth am Main, Elsenfeld and Obemburg am Main. They are all near Frankfurt which is off the Main river. In August 2005, there were 12 Zwicks listed in the German Telephone book in Frankfurt, 5 in Mainz and 2 in Wiesbaden.


Val Adams writes: “I can tell you that the Erlenbach, Germany is about an hour at the very most south southeast of Frankfurt. I visited there last summer when I was in Germany.  It is located on the Maine (pronounced Mine) River.  There doesn't seem to be anything really old there so I am of the opinion that the destruction of World War II may have been bad there since it is right on one of the main tributaries coming up from the South. I did go to the City Offices and asked about records and there are none in Erlenbach that far back.  If they survived they will be in an area depository. They will most likely be church records.  I don't think there are very many civil records unless they were in an area not touched by the war.  That river is navigated and there are some docks in the village.  I understand there is a large Turkish population there now…Erlenbach (is on the) right of the Maine. It and the Rhine were the main tributaries coming from the South.”


Gabriel Polster of Archiv und Bibliothek des Bistums Würzburg (Diözesanarchiv) wrote on 10/13/2003 they did a search for Zwick and Wolle names of Erlenbach am Main, taufen 1648-1689, 1690-1770; and Erlenbach bei Marktheidenfeld, taufen 1673-1682, 1690-1734, ehen 1690-1734, taufen 1612-1690 in the Staatsarchiv Würzburg on 8/28/2003 and found no Zwicks or Wolles listed.


Ken Scarpinato writes, “There are no Zwick / Wolle / Walen family in Erlenbach near Marktheidenfeld (our one!). But as you know we have many Erlenbach's in
Germany and also in Switzerland . Our Erlenbach is (Bei) Marktheidenfeld its about 15 miles west of Würzburg, Bavaria. After 1625 the Martins started in the village of Trennfeld about 2 miles south of Erlenbach. Before 1625 the Martins were in Helmstadt 6 miles south East of Erlenbach. In this area of Germany my family of Martin’s consider themselves Franconians.”

64646 Wald-Erlenbach


From Heppenheim, Harald E. Jost of Stadtarchiv Heppenheim writes, “Dear Mr Swick. Unfortunately, I have to tell you that as far as Wald-Erlenbach is concerned there are no documents with the names you mentioned. The data from church-records and other sources about persons that lived here in Heppenheim or in one of the formerly independent villages around (including Wald-Erlenbach) during the time from 1669 until 1740 are compiled in Ernst Löslein's "Sippenbuch Heppenheim, Band II". Neither the name Swick/Zwick nor the name Wolle/Woll/Voll does appear there” (Source: Harald E. Jost at Stadtarchiv Heppenheim). 


Zimmerman is listed but no Zwicks. Mathes appears 21 times, Martin appears 10 times, Markus appears 24 times, Georg appears 114 times.

On LDS microfilm #1183586 item 4 , read by Dennis A. Swick, has Deutsche Ortslippenbucher, Heppenheim on der Bergstrasse von Ernst Löslein, Frankfurt am Main, 1970 from 1517-1668. It includes Wald-Erlenbach but does not have the Erlenbach near Fürth. In Wald-Erlenbach there were no Zwicks.


George Ludwig Leicht, age 66 (who appears as Jurgen Ludwig of Heppenheim auf der Wiesen im Amt Frensheim) from the 1710 Palatines to New York by Henry Z. Jones comes from the area of Heppenheim which makes it possible that the Zwicks

could be of the Erlenbach near Fürth because Veronica Zwickin (Mathy’s wife) married

Ludwig Leicht on Dec. 7, 1713 (NewYork City Ref. Chbk.).

64658 Erlenbach (today part of 64658 Fürth/Fuerth)

Kurt Rettig of Erlenbach near Fürth writes, “Dear Mr. Swick! You may be surprised to get a letter from me.  Somehow the letter that you sent to the town of Fürth was given to me.  I am a citizen of Erlenbach (im Odenwald).  There is another Fürth (Bavaria).  Since 1972 Erlenbach belongs to Fürth, so you could call Erlenbach a suburb of Fürth.  The way I understand your letter, you seem to be interested in your family background very much.  To tell you the truth:  I do not think that your ancesters came from our Erlenbach.  I know of about 16 Erlenbachs in Germany.  However there are some things that should be considered.  Our area belonged to the Pfalz for several hundred years, till 1803, when Germany was newly formed after Napolen.  So since 1803 we belong to the state of Hessen.  The Odenwald is a hilly area and is located between the rivers Rhein in the west, Main in the north and Neckar in the south.  Our county is Bergstrasse county and the capitol of it is Heppenheim, about in the middle between Frankfurt and Heidelberg.  Erlenbach has about 450 people and was mentioned the first time in the year 1094.  So 12 years ago we celebrated our 900th birthday.   I talked to our pastor's wife, who is in charge of the church records, and she said that there is no Zwick or Swick at all.  You say that Matthys Zwick's wife's name is Wolle or Woll or Voll.  In Erlenbach at that time is a family Wolf, but neither one married a Zwick.  In the neighbour town is the name Volz, but also no connection to Zwick or Swi(c)k. With kindest regards, Kurt Rettig”.

Kurt Rettig later writes, “Dear Mr. Swick!  I still am very sorry that I have to tell you that there is and was no Zwick at our Erlenbach.  The archive of the Mormons says "Erlenbach, Starkenburg, Hessen", this would be our Erlenbach.  It also often is called "Erlenbach, Hessen Darmstadt". [On the LDS  it has: Mathys OR Matthew Swick - International Genealogical Index / GE Gender: Male Birth: 1674 Erlenbach, Starkenburg, Hessen; ( Mathy’s wife) Veronica WOLLE (ZWICKIN) - Ancestral File Gender: F Birth/Christening: 1672 <Erlenbach, Germany>].  I would like to give you some more information about our Erlenbach.  As I told you before, we have about 450 inhabitants.  We do not have a church.  We go to church to a neighbour-town, called Schlierbach, close to Lindenfels.  16 little villages go to this church, and since the reformation it is a reformed church.  You mentioned that your ancestors had been Lutherans, which would not fit into our Erlenbach.  I talked to Mr. Schmitt, who is in charge of the church record books of Rimbach, which is the closest lutheran church, and he also said that there is no name like Zwick.  …With kindest regards, Kurt Rettig”.


Susanne Gröschel of the Zentralarchiv der Evangelischen Kirche in Hessen und Nassau, Ahastraße 5a , 64285 Darmstadt on 2/17/2006 writes, “Sehr geehrter Herr Swick,
in unserem Kirchengebiet liegen zwei Erlenbachs: eines ist heute Stadtteil von Erbach, Dekanat Erbach, das andere ist heute Stadtteil von Fürth, Dekanat Rimbach. Für beide Orte liegen bei uns Mikroverfilmungen der evangelischen Kirchenbücher vor, die für genealogische Recherchen eingesehen werden können. Da Sie andeuteten, dass Ihre Vorfahren aus der Pfalz kommen, meinen Sie vermutlich eher die zwei Orte Erlenbach bei Dahn und Erlenbach bei Kandel, die beide in Rheinland-Pfalz liegen. Die Orte gehören nicht zu unserem Kirchengebiet, sondern zur Evangelischen Kirche der Pfalz. Bitte wenden Sie sich für weitere Informationen an diese Adresse: Evangelische Kirche der Pfalz, Zentralarchiv, Postfach 17 20, 67343 Speyer. Ihre Vermutung, dass es sich bei der Namens-Schreibweise eher um Zwick als um Swick handeln könne, ist wohl richtig, denn der Name Zwick ist hier viel geläufiger.Viel Erfolg bei Ihrer Recherche! Mit freundlichen Grüßen im Auftrag, Susanne Gröschel”.
Gerhard Busmann and Renate Schnurr translate the above: “ Darmstadt, Feb. 17, 2006. Dear Mr. Swick, There are two Erlenbachs in our area: one is now a suburb of Erbach, the other is now a suburb of Fuerth. We have microfilms of protestant church records for both of those cities. Those records are available for genealogical research. 
 Since you mentioned that your ancestors were from the Palatine area, you are probably referring to Erlenbach near Dahn and Erlenbach near Kandel, both in Rhineland-Palatine. Those cities are not part of our parish, but are under the Lutheran Church of Palatine. Please contact the following address for more information: Evangelische Kirche der Pfalz

Zentralarchiv, Postfach 17 20, 67343 Speyer. Your assumption that the name is probably spelled Zwick instead of Swick is most likely accurate since the name Zwick is much more common here. Good luck with your research! Sincerely, Susanne Gröschel.

Für Erlenbach bei Erbach lässt sich für die fragliche Zeit keine Zuordnung zu einer katholischen Pfarrei vornehmen. Die Katholiken von Erbach bei Fürth gehörten um 1700 vermutlich zur Pfarrei Fürth. Für Fürth liegen zwei Familienbücher vor: Ludwig KNAPP: Familienbuch Fürth (Odenwald) 1663-1712. Darmstadt 1991 (Deutsche Ortssippenbücher, Reihe B, Bd. 72; zugleich: Schriften der Hessischen Familien-geschichtlichen Vereinigung e.V., Nr. 9; zugleich: Forschungen zur Hessischen Familien- und Heimatkunde der Arbeitsgemeinschaft der familienkundlichen Gesellschaften Hessens, Nr. 77) sowie: Ludwig KNAPP: Familienbuch Fürth (Odenwald) II: 1712-1781. Gerhard Bumann translates the above: “Dear Dennis, The Catholic Bishop of the
diocese Mainz (resp. from his administration) and said that there are no records of Swick /Zwick in the two mentioned Erlenbachs. I try either to translate or say the essentials: "for the diocese Mainz there are two places called Erlenbach, 64711 Erlenbach bei Erbach (today 64711 Erbach) and 64658 Erlenbach bei Fuerth (today 64658 Fuerth, both are in or near a hilly forest region "Odenwald"). For 64711 Erlenbach bei Erbach there is no catholic parish verifiable  for the time about 1700. For 64658 Erlenbach bei Fuerth the catholics probably visited and had  their religious center in the parish of 64658 Fuerth. For 64658 Fuerth there are two "Familienbuecher" (family books): Ludwig KNAPP: Familienbuch Fuerth (Odenwald) 1663 - 1712. Darmstadt  1991, and Ludwig KNAPP: Familienbuch Fuerth (Odenwald) II, 1712 - 1781, Darmstadt  2000. Unfortunatly there is no proof of the Name Swick or Zwick ! We feel sorry that we could not give better information."”

Gerhard Bumann writes, “Fuerth today includes the former villages Brombach, Ellenbach, Erlenbach, Fahrenbach, Kroeckelbach, Krumbach, Leberbach, Linnenbach, Loerzenbach, Seidenbach, Steinbach and Weschnitz. On December 31, 2004 there were 11.135 inhabitants.  Fuerth was first mentioned 764 in a deed of donation to the Abbey of Benedictines in Lorsch by Charles the Great. In 1556 under the reign of the “Pfalzgrafen” (Count Palatines) Otto and Heinrich this region became Protestant and according to the “Augsburger Religionsfrieden” Catholic people hat to become Protestant or had to emigrate.There are three parishes in todays Fuerth: Evangelisch-lutherische Gemeinde, Ellenbacher Str. 15 – 17, 34358 Fuerth; Römisch-katholische Gemeinde Fuerth, Pfarrgasse 2, 64658 Fuerth; 
and Römisch-katholische Gemeinde Krumbach, Reichelsheimer Str. 5, 64658 Fuerth.


The Fürth city administration is at: info@gemeinde-fuerth.de. There is an Erlenbach located to the West of Fürth.

Maureen Schoenky writes, “Don Watson, who is fluent in German,  is a very nice man! The sites say Hessen, but he covers all of Germany.[He can be found at]  http://go.to/hessen, http://members.cox.net/hessen/index2.htm and http://member.cox.net/hessen/table.htm.”


On LDS microfilm #1340347 items 3-8, Lindenfels, Hessen, 1650-1877, Evang. Church, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks were seen. Lindenfels is just north of Fürth.

On LDS microfilm #1183586 item 4 , mention above, as stated, the microfilm does not have information on the Erlenbach near Fürth because the author did not include research from the upper Erlenbach but rather the lower Wald-Erlenbach .


Marburg, Hessen was protestant and was a German military outpost. Some from the Hessian ‘mercenary state’ of  south Germany were sent as soldiers to die in the American Revolution.They were hired by the British. Zwick soldiers that were sent out included Carl/Karl Zwick, year 1775-1781 , age 36, Waldecker Troops in the American War for Indpendance (1776), from Waldecker Truppen Im Amerikanschen Unabheangig- keitskrieg (Hetrina): Index nach Familiennamen, Marburg: Archivschule. (Source: Pat Irvine) and Johannes Zwick, year 1776, Waldecker Truppen Im Amerikanschen Unabheangig- keitskrieg (Hetrina): Index nach Familiennamen, Marburg: Archivschule. Soldiers who remained in America after 1784 were men like Johannes Zwick. An article on this topic is: “Notes on Hessian soldiers who remained in Canada and the United States after the American Revolution”, by Clifford Neal Smith. According to the Passenger and Immigration Lists Index, 1990, Supplement Part 2, Ed. P. William Filby and Frank Y. Castronova, Gale Pub., NY, 1998, there was a Johannes Zwick, 1776 and there is a Johannes Zwick, 1783, Hessische Truppen Im Amerikanishen unabhaengigkeitskrieg (Hetrina): Indexhach familiennamen (Marburg:Archivschule). These could be the same Johannes Zwick. 


On LDS microfilm #1945961, Hessen, Staatsgarchiv, read by Dennis A. Swick, it had the following has several shields mentioned but only three will be mentioned: the shield of Bernhadus von Woll- 1438; the shield of Burckhard von Paffenheim – 1471;  and the shield of Konrad von Zwchron (?)- 1374 of Zïrthen.


On LDS microfilm #843661 of Marburg, Hessen, 1698-1709, read by Dennis A. Swick, not all of the microfilm was read. There were too many names to go through and so Dennis would suggest doing further research if necessay. What was found was:

Ludwig Zwick zlaco, January 18, 1702 and Hannis Zwick zlaco, 1702. These names could be related to Konrad von Zwchron.


On LDS microfilm #843696 Marburg, Hessen, 1769-1796, read by Dennis A. Swick, was found: Zwinsifunn; John Hellaus Schneider, abt. 1769; Joseph Zŭck, 1768, with witnesses: Johannes Zŭck and Johannes Joseph Zŭck (this is only a estimation as the 

Penship was hard to read) but it is possible that this Johannes Zŭck is the one mentioned above of Johannes Zwick of 1776.


On LDS microfilm #1195029 Herborn, Hessen, Lutheran Church,

1638-1724, read by Dennis A. Swick, only one Zwick was found in 1693-

Johannes Zwick whose father was Johannes Nicolaus Zwick. In 1654

appeared the name Jap Voll, and many Langs were listed starting in 1680.

Herborn is near to Marburg.



On LDS microfilm #868632  Marburgessippenbuch, land Hessen, 1500-1850, read by Dennis A. Swick. Important information was translated from German by Renate Schnurr. Some of the information regarding the Zwicks from Marburg: Zwigk, Ludwig, Lutheran, citizen, restaurant owner, living in Steinweg. He was a young citizen in 1645. His first marriage in1645 was to Katharina (Catharina) Brauer, Lutheran. Their children were: (2) Johannes Zwick, baptized 2/1/1646; (2) Johannes Zwick; (2) Eulalia Zwick, baptized 2/24/1650; (2) Wilhelm Zwick; (2) Johannes Zwick, baptized 7/9/1654, confirmed 1670; (2) Johann Ludwig Zwick, baptized 8/29/1658; (2)Hedwig Zwick, baptized 8/14/1659, confirmed 1670, Married 8/24/1682 to Caspar Kuhl; and (2) Johann Bernhard Zwick, baptized 10/22/1661.

On LDS microfilm #0948106, Fürth (Fuerth), Hessen, Germany, 1663-1878. Heppenheim Katholic, read by Dennis A. Swick, 1664- Marcus Alexand Reid; 1666- Marcus; 1679- Schmidt; 1680 – Mullers; 1680 – Jans Muller; 1681 – Adam Weber; 1685- Matthias Rosseameal; 1686- Sebastianus Buchardt but there were no Zwicks.
 
On LDS microfilm #1569891, Rimbach, 1693-1704, Hammelbach, Rimbach- Darmstadt, Evangel., read by Dennis A. Swick, it had surnames like Schmidt, Eisenhauer, and Maurer. In 1871 it had: Peter Zick, b. 20 April 1865, father:

Jacob Zick married Anna Margareta in Hammelbach. There were no Zwicks. 


On LDS microfilm #948106 Fürth, Hessen, Heppenheim, 1663-1876, read by Dennis A. Swick, had: 1676- Jois Schwitz, 1678- Jois Schmidt, and surnames like Baurer, Wagner, Haas, Weber, Klein, Knapf, and Berg. But there were no Zwicks or Wolles.

On LDS microfilm #1340355  Fürth, Rimbach,  1704-1747, read by Dennis A. Swick, had: 1871- Peter Zick; 1875- Magdalena Maurer but up to 1710 there were no Zwicks listed.

On LDS microfilm #1569891 Rimbach, Hammelbach, Evang., 1693-1704, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks were found. But surnames like Bauer, Maurer, and Roth were seen.


Also cities  mentioned in Hessen for Zwicks on the LDS IGI are: Mainz, Rheinhessen; Giessen; Homberg; Nierstein; Furfeld, Rheinhessen; Reichelsheim

and Wimpfen.

64711 Erlenbach near Erbach


I.A. Jutta von Essen, of the Roman Catholic Church (translated by Gerhard Bumann) writes, “ For 64711 Erlenbach bei Erbach there is no catholic parish verifiable  for the time about 1700”.

Gerhard Bumann writes, “Dear Dennis, *Erlenbach, Starkenburg, Hessen * is todays Erlenbach bei Erbach im Odenwald. A map of region Starkenburg you will find on http://www.region-starkenburg.de/ then the link on left side "Lage".

The region of Starkenburg would include Erlenbach next to Erbach, Heppenheim, Dieburg and Darmstadt. The Rhine river is to the west connected to the Neckar river. Heidelberg to the south is on the Neckar river.

           On LDS microfilm #1336642 Erbach, Lutheran Church (Erlenbach in Hessen near Sandbach), 1600-1875, read by Dennis A. Swick, there were no Zwicks found. In 1674 the name Mattheus Sollingry appears but he is not Zwick. In 1700 Matthias Benjamin appears. In 1710  Anton Matthias Guttandinig appears and in 1711 Job Matthias Mollen. The name Luick and Zeih also appear from 1709 to 1722. (Sandbach is located way to the north of Erbach).


On LDS microfilm #1197129 Sandbach, Hessen Neustadt, Reformed Church, read by Dennis A. Swick, the names Burckhart, Lang, Schneider, Kuntz, Zimmerman and Zwigs appeared between 1578 to 1734. There were no Zwicks found.


Heinrich Glisic states, “On behalf of our archives director, Mrs. Diersch, we would like to inform you that Erlenbach in the Odenwald used to be part of the county of Erbach, and it is now a suburb of the county capital Erbach. The names Zwik/Zwick and Wolle/Woll/Voll are not listed in the church records of the Lutheran church in Erbach, which would include Erlenbach. The town you're looking for may have either disappeared or become part of another city”.

67471 Erlenbach near Elmstein

Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany writes, “In reference to this Erlenbach, nearby Kaiserslautern, it belongs to the city of Elmstein and has only a few Houses. I don´t know if it is a lutheran village but I will check it out”.


On LDS microfilm #367573 Catholic Church of Elstein (BA. Neustadt), 1713-1781 and LDS microfilm #488283, Evangelica-Reformierte Church, Elmstein (BA. Neustadt), 1724-1808, are both past 1705 so they were not researched.

67659 Erlenbach (today part of Kaiserslautern)

On www.globalsecurity.org/military/facility/kaiserslautern.htm it states of Kaiserslautern, “By 250 B.C. Romans occupied the area. In the 5th or 6th century AD, the Germanic tribe called Franconians settled in the area. The area's first fortress or castle was built in 622 A.D. by a Frankish monarch, which was located in the Erfenbach-Siegelbach area. When Frederick Barbarossa built his castle in the area now called Kaiserslautern (1152-1160), he also built one in Landstuhl to guard the western approach to Kaiserslautern. This second castle was built atop the sheer nanstein cliff and is still called Nanstein Castle. The Stiftkirche (the oldest church in Kaiserslautern) was constructed from 1250-1350, long after the death of Barbarossa. As the population of Kaiserslautern grew, Emporer Rudolph von Habsburg gave the town its charter in 1276. St. Martin's Kirche (church) was built from 1300-1350 for an order of Monks. Today, in the courtyard of the churchm a section of the original city wall still stands. In 1519, Franz von Sickingen became the owner of Nanstein Castle. He became a Protestant, and in 1522 Nanstein was a stronghold for local nobles favoring the Reformation which Martin Luther had begun in 1519. Sickingen and the local nobles began their battle against the Archbishop of Trier, but the attack was unsuccessful, and they retreated to Nanstein. Nanstein was then besieged by German Catholic princes with a new weapon that could break down castle walls - cannons. Sickingen died after the castle surrendered, and the Protestant nobility of the Pfalz were subdued by the Catholic princes.  Count of the Palatinate, Johann Casimir, came to Kaiserslautern during the Thirty Year War (1618-1648). Harsh Spanish occupation for 10 years (1621-1632) was ended when Protestant Swedish armies liberated the area. But in 1635 the ruthless Croatian troops of the Austrian emperor's army entered Kaiserslautern and murdered 3,000 of the 3,200 residents. The city was plundered for three days. Landstuhl was saved from a similar fate by surrendering without a fight. It took Kaiserslautern about 160 years to repopulate itself. The trouble did not end with the peace of Westphalia in 1648. The Elector of the Pfalz had a difficult time with many of his subjects and ordered all castles, including Nanstein, destroyed. The French repeatedly invaded and occupied the area, residing in Kaiserslautern from 1686-1697. The entire Pfalz/Palatinate was the scene of fighting between the French and German troops throughout the 18th century. In 1713, the French destroyed Barabrossa's castle and the city's wall towers. From 1793 until Napolean's defeat at Waterloo in 1815, the area was under French administration.” 

Gerhard Bumann writes, “Kurpfalz (Palatinate): The church was reformed in the mid 1500’s  and was first Lutheran, then Calvinistic, then partly Lutheran again, 
the other part Calvinistic. That chaos was made by the "Pfalzgraf" and after his death by his sons (the palatinate was divided between the sons): cuius regio eius religio.
After 30 Year War (1618 - 1648) there was a time of restauration and  about 1690 and 1720 a time of recatholization. From 1550 and 1618 it was an immigration period, since the end of the 1690’s it became a emigration country. [Kaiserslautern was] first mentioned about 1159 in a contract of Kaiser Otto IV with the  Abbey of Otterberg.
Today [it has] about 2400 inhabitants. Inquiries could be sent to the Zentralarchiv Inquiries could be sent to the Zentralarchiv. Addresses: Prot. On MapQuest.com there is an Erlenbach just slightly north of Kaiserslautern

that is near Morlautern, Otterberg (where Zwicks were found starting in 1818) and Otterbach. In Kaysersberg, France, which is near by Kaiserslautern and Otterberg, the name Wolle was found.


Henry Z. Jones is the author of The Palatine Families of New York – 1710, University City, Ca. 1985, Vol. 1-2. He states that Matthew Zwick, aged 35, in 1709 (in the London lists). His wife is known as Veronica Wolle “Zwickin”. On page 850 of Vol. 2, when Mathys Swik died in 1710 after arriving in New York, Veronica Wolle married (Lodewyk Layk) Ludwig Leicht on Dec. 7, 1713 (N.Y. City Ref. Chbk.). Ludwig appears next to Henrich Leicht (listed Aug. 4, 1710 w/ 2 persons over 10 yrs. of age in the household). Henrich Leicht is probably Johan Henrich Leicht, age 24,whose father was George Ludwig Leicht, age 66 (who appears as Jurgen Ludwig of Happenheim auf der Wiesen im Amt Frensheim) from the 1710/11, Palatines in New York. Henry Z. Jones George Ludwig Leicht, age 66 (who appears as Jurgen Ludwig of Happenheim auf der Wiesen im Amt Frensheim) from the 1710/11.


 Henry Z. Jones writes, “…however, as stressed and then shown so often in all of my books, the juxtaposition of names on unalphabetised lists can be HUGE clues to origins when the documents are examined in their original form. As shown in my new three volume set Even More Palatine Families, which for the first time transcribes the largely unalphabetised Journal section of the Hunter Subsistence Lists 1710-12, Veronica Zwick is listed in August of 1710 near Anna Mar. Stambuch (who came from Kaiserslautern) and Nicolaus Bason and Simon Ehrhardt who also came from villages nearby. Very often these families stuck closely together after their arrival in NY, enabling me to eventually document them overseas in the same villages and towns. So this is why I think the Erlenbach near Kaiserslautern is the one which holds the bigger chance to be the correct village. Time will tell”.

On October 24, 2003, Dennis A. Swick received a letter from Bezirks Verband Pfalz, Institut Für Pfälzische Geschichte and Volkskunde, 67653 Kaiserslautern stating that Matthys und Veronica Zwick could not be found in their records. Brigitte Störtz writes, “Es handelt sich wohl um ein anderes Erlenbach, nicht un Erlenbach bei Kaiserslautern”.

read by Dennis A. Swick, had: Jakob Zwick married Barbara Kraft; children: Anton Zwick -1879; Zninonf Zwick- 1884; frindny (Friedrich?) Zwick, d. 1903; Martin Zwick -1881; Anna Zwick, 1886.


On LDS microfilm #193981, Evang. Trippstadt, Molschbach, Kaiserslautern,  1665-1759, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks or Wolles found to 1720. But in 1729 to 1734 Woll and Wolle were seen.


On LDS microfilm #193824, Lutheran Church, Edenkoben, Rhineland, Pfalz, read by Dennis A. Swick, is a town near Kaiserslautern. It lists Woll from 1815 to 1826.
Also near Kaiserslautern on LDS microfilm #1201665 is Hambach, Neustadt, 1639-1700, read by Dennis A. Swick, lists Wolle in 1729 in Genweiler. Genweiler is found in the Moselle region of France. The name Wahl also appears from 1660 to 1658.

The surname Boots from 1747 to 1785 (12 listed). There are 11 Zwicks listed from 1818 to 1868. There were 3 Burckarts listed from 1751 to 1747. And the surname Schwitzgabel appeared 3 times from 1688 to 1702.


On LDS microfilm #351942, Ekenbach (Kaiserslautern) Kathol., 1700-1810, read by Dennis A. Swick, there were Zwicks found in 1879. 


On LDS microfilm #488741, Evang., Otterberg (Kaiserslautern), 1657-1724, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks were found.


On LDS microfilm #488742, Evang. Kirche, Otterberg, Kaiserslautern,1651-1716,  read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks were found.  And microfilm #488742 is mentioned on: www.bluemoon.net/~tammy/genealogy/GedHTree/hp15.htm. “Dewalt (Theobald) WILGAR or WILLIARD,   8 Jul 1711 - 26 Nov 1781, Birth: Erlenbach, Pfalz, Germany; Death: Frederick, Maryland ; Married: 17 Apr 1731 in Erlenbach, Pfalz, Germany. He and his wife were members of the Middletown Maryland Evangelical Reformed Church. The marriage record in the Erlenbach German Reformed Church for Dewalt and Anna Katherina refers to her as the "daughter of George Kirch of the glassworks at nearaby Drehentalerhof." Katherine GROSJEAN, 1637; Birth: Sedan, Ardennes, France; Katherine was also a French Huguenot from Sedan; She was married: about 1663 in Erlenbach, Mosbach, Germany. Nicolaus VIEILLAR, 1635; Birth: Sedan, Ardennes, France; Death: Erlenbach, Pfalz, Germany; He married: about 1663 in Erlenbach, Mosbach, Germany. Nicolaus was a French Huguenot who fled to Germany to escape religious persecution. American sources, such as "Monocacy and Catoctin," Vol. 2, Pg. 9, say the family name means a very old man, which this author has confirmed with several native French speakers. The above mentioned book also mentions that the Vielliard family fled from France to the area of Kaiserslautern in the Pfalz, and "next generation" came to Maryland under the leadership of ?? Maria Eilsabeth Vielliard, ?? who is the daughter-in-law of this couple. Mary Elizabeth CORDIER,   1682 - 14 Oct 1770; Birth: Erlenbach, Pfalz, Germany; Death: Graceham, Frederick, Maryland; Married: 1702 in Erlenbach, Otterbach, Pfalz, Germany; Mary Elizabeth Gordier Williard was the founding matriarch of the entire Williard clan in America. On LDS microfilm #488743,  Otterberg (Kaiserslautern), 1733-1790. Evangel. Rheinland, Pfalz- read by Dennis A. Swick,  no Zwicks were found. 

On LDS microfilm #720080 Kaysersberg, France. 1655-1782, read by Dennis A. Swick, the name Zwickl appears in 1662 and Wolle appears in 1691 to 1695.


Another place near in the area by Kaiserslautern is Südlicher, Saarland. Josef Besch and Robert Schmitt  present to following on  www.genealogienetz.de. There are 43 Wolls.

Erlenbrunn near Pirmasens


Dieter Mättig writes, “Until the beginning of the war in 1939, my parents and I lived in Erlenbrunn which is now a suburb of Pirmasens. I remember quite clearly that friends of my parents lived with "the Zwick" where we also got our milk. I just came up with the idea that the town mentioned by Dennis Swick could be Erlenbrunn instead of Erlenbach. Erlenbrunn - called "Erlehof" by its residents - has both a catholic and a protestant church, which is unusual for such a small town.” According to the German Telephone book, in Pirmasens there are recorded  4 Zwicks and 7 Wolles in 2005.


Peter Zwick of Dahn writes, “Pirmasens is the main city of our Region with the court, regional administration and so on. I guess all these Zwicks in Pirmasens are not from a Pirmasens-Zwick-line, because the town itself is not so old”.


On LDS microfilm #488508-Parish: Standesamt, Pirmasens, Rheinland, Erlenbrunn, 1640-1798, Ev. Church, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks were found.

In 1688 there was an Anna Margaretha Zuicklinbron recorded.
74235 Erlenbach near Heilbronn


There are Zwicks listed in Marburg, Dulsberg, Hohenau and Kammerstein in the German telephone book. Kammerstein is near Fürth, Heilbronn, Erlangen, Ulm, Marburg, and Zwickau. Marburg was mentioned above. Heilbronn is essentially Lutheran and there is an Erlenbach right near by it but it is Catholic. On LDS microfilm #575056 of Wimpfen, Hohenbach, Lutheran/Reformed church, 1564-1768, read by Dennis A. Swick, there were no Zwicks listed. Those that were seen were Burckhart and Lang from 1567 to 1568. The surname Mann appears such as: 1572- Michael Mann; 1583- Jung Urich Mann; 1588- Michael Mann; 1590- Alexander Mann, and more Mann’s later on. The last name Mann is important because Anna Margaretha Zwickin/Swik, b: 1696 in Erlenbach, Germany married Johannes Mann. At St. Paul's Lutheran Church at West Camp located in  Town of Saugerties, Ulster County; Denomination: Lutheran; 1708-1906,  Anna Margretha Maurer, b. 8/13/1712, baptized: 8/17/1712, parents were Peter Maurer and Anna Catharina Maurer. Sponsors were: Henrich Mann and Anna Margretha Mullerin. Baptism occurred in the upper German Colonies. Source: Baptism Record, St. Paul's Lutheran Church, West Camp: 1708-1899. Anna Margaretha Zwickin/Swick would be 15. Now on the Hunter’s list, Veronica paid 6 Pounds for 3 adults, 10/1710; 22 Pounds for 3 adults 12/1711; 13 Pounds for 2 adults 3/25/1712 in New York. So Johann Georg Zwickin/Swick (Hans Jurig) was gone but Anna Margaretha was still there. Anna would have been 15. Then  Ludwig Leicht in the Highlands was with his Stepdaughter, Mrs. Mann (Anna Margaretha?) as Sponser of Engel Hoef in 1716. Anna must have marrried Mr. Mann and she was the sponsor of Engel Hoef baptism in 1716. This was probably in a Lutheran Church and Anna would have been 19. From Pennsylvania German Immigrants 1709-1786, by Don Yoder, Genealogical Publishing Co., 1936, Johannes Mann married Margaretha (is this Anna Margaretha?). Children: John Michael Mann, b. 1730 and others listed. On LDS microfilm #1659452, Otterberg (Kaiserslautern), read by Dennis A. Swick; Hans Mann, (Dorrenbach), married to Anna -Catharina,  confirm 1699. Information also from:  Even More Palatine Families, Vol. 1-3, by Henry Z. Jones and Lewis Bunker Rohrbach, Picton Press, 2002 and  Pat Irvine. 


On www.progenealogists.com/palproject/ny/1710sixth.htm in 1710 the Ship “James and Elizabeth” came from London and arrived 16 June 1710. It is possible that according to what is found on this website, Johann Heinrich Mann, age 28, 

arrived in 1710 and his wife was Maria. They had two other daughters that sailed also named Elisabeth Mann and Margaretha Mann who married Welckes. Maria, his wife, died and Johannes married Anna Margaretha Zwickin/Swick assuming they got married around 1716. And it is interesting that several Mann’s did marry Anna Margaretha (example: Henrich Mann and Anna Margretha Mullerin).

On LDS microfilm #1055538 Heilbronn, Lutheran church, 1614-1659, read by Dennis A. Swick, there were no Zwicks listed. On LDS microfilm #575062  Heilbronn, Lutheran/ Reformed church, 1538-1714, Prof. Max Cramer, read by Dennis A. Swick, there were no Zwicks listed. Terminated the search at 1711 A.D. On LDS microfilm #1813929  Heilbronn, 1607-1704, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks appeared. But the name Lang and Schneider appeared and so did Schweickart (9) and Schweicker (10) from 1659 to 1675. 

On LDS microfilm #1860469 Wimpfen, 1590-1875, Landeskirchl, Archiv Stuttgart, Heilbronn, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks were seen mentioned. The names with “Z” were listed as: Zahi, Zada, Zaimer, Zoller, Zenph, Zettler, Zebender, Zickel, Zingler, Zielke, Zilp, Zimmerman, Zwadio and Ziggisula.


On LDS microfilm #575056 of Wimpfen, Hohenbach, Lutheran/Reformed church, 1564-1768, read by Dennis A. Swick, there were no Zwicks listed.


According to http://freepages.genealogy.rootsweb.com/~cathyd6472/doc1.doc, Hans Meyer married Maria Zwick of Hohenstadt (Bad Wimpfen). It is possible she was born about 1680 or so.


On LDS microfilm #1860469 Wimpfen, Hohenstadt, 1590-1875, near Heilbronn, read by Dennis A. Swick, had no Zwicks listed from 1674 to 1705 and 1700 to 1875.

Markus Weidenbach, a researcher in Germany, writes, “The (LDS familysearch.org) IGI gives a good general view on German surnames and where they occured in the past four centuries.; it can be an excellent guide to those areas where most parish records have been filmed. The children of Mathias Zwick (* ca. 1674, + 1710) and Veronica Wolle (included, and on IGI has Mathys or Matthew Swick, male birth Erlenbach, Starkenburg, Hessen) was  Johann Martin, * 1705 Erlenbach (STARKENBURG) got married ca. 1733 to Barbara Covert in Somerville, Somerset, New Jersey. 'Starkenburg' is the name of a former province of southern Hessen. Since 1815, the Palatinate was restricted to the lands lying west of the Rhine. But before 1815, some parts of the Palatine Principality were on the east side of the Rhine, and Heidelberg was the capital (until the huge residence castle was destroyed in 1689). So there were some more chances to locate Erlenbach. During my further examination of the IGI, I found some more Zwick entries for the Starkenburg province, that is in Wimpfen:

* 11 FEB 1680  MARIA BARBARA ZWICK; * 15 MAR 1682  MARIA DOROTHEA ZWICK; * 26 DEC 1684  GEORGE DANIEL ZWICK, parents: GABRIEL ZWICK and ANNA BARBARA,  marriage: 14 JAN 1679, - GABRIEL ZWICKH  (born ca. 1659 in Hohenstadt, died 10.08.1689) - ANNA BARBARA STRECKH oder STRACKER;
JOHANN GEORG MAYER married on 25 JAN 1701 MARIA DOROTHEA ZWICK, daughter of GABRIEL & ANNA BARBARA, born 15 MAR 1682 in Hohenstadt, Mosbach county, Baden.”


Markus Weidenbach writes, “74235 Erlenbach near Heilbronn (on the Neckar river) was the property of the counts of Loewenstein. Hohenstadt, however, seems to be part of the Palatinate of the Rhine.”

Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany writes, “ My father (Theo Zwick) believes that they (Zwicks) came from Erlenbach nearby Landau. When they are lutheran so is it  more than clear that we have no records about them, because my fathers and my mothers family are purely catholics as far as we have knowledges. If you are looking for further information please contact the LANDESARCHIV DER EVANGELISCHEN KIRCHE DER PFALZ IN SPEYER, there are the information about. Erlenbach by Landau belongs to the Church of Hayna, so you have to look for Hayna. I myself believe that your relatives are members of the protestant minority in Erlenbach by Dahn and that they leave for America because they don´t wanna change their fate in a region which where mostly catholic. All these villages of your files ar much closer to Dahn than to Landau”.

And from the Protestantisches Pfarramt of Erlenbach bei Landau, Thomas Borchers, Pastor, writes, “ I am sorry, but in our Erlenbach the family Swick/Zwick is not a resident. I can't help you”. 

 
On LDS microfilm #1457540- Evang/ Reformed Frankweiler, Landau, 1683-1724, read by Dennis A. Swick,  there were no Zwicks found.


Heinz Rupertus writes of  Erlenbach bei Kandel (from http://www.rolf.sytes.net: 8011/myphp/index.php) that there are no Zwicks listed. Write to: Postleitzahl 76872 Erlenbach bei Kandel, Landkreis Germersheim,  491128, Germany. He states,“ I am so sorry, but I have no Zwick in my Lists. This is also in the book "Erlenbach-Chronik" (near Kandel and Bergzabern), I haved read it. “


Werner Esser writes regarding the Erlenbach in Kandel, “The church records of Erlenbach started later, from the time you are looking. I am translating those records of Kandel, Winden, Freckenfeld, all towns, today belonging to Kandel. Erlenbach will be translated later. But I know, when the church books started. It is dependant of the religion: the first kath (Catholic)  preacher of Erlenbach was situated in Hayna, the first reformation preacher came to Erlenbach in 1729 and the first lutheran preacher of Erlenbach lived in Billigheim. Ort PfarreiZeitraum ErlenbachrkSteinweiler ab 1785 Hayna1746-1785 1663-1960 rfErlenbach1729-1958 luKandel ab 1713 Billigheim1622-1966 1713-1793. I found Zwick in Kandel/Winden/Freckenfeld first time about 1844 (born in Neustadt an der Weinsstrasse), not earlier)”.


Werner Esser adds, “I met the mayor of Erlenbach (next to Kandel) and asked him about the name Zwick. He told me, that he knows very well, that there was no Zwick in his town last 100 years, but there should be a lot of Zwick in Erlenbach next to Dahn”. 


On LDS microfilm #1457586, Evang. Kandel, Germersheim, 1622-1687, read by Dennis A. Swick, Schweicker, Schweickardt, and Vogel appears but no Zwicks.


On LDS microfilm #1676553- Evang., Reformed kirche- Kandel, 1658-1750, read by Dennis A. Swick,  the name Zwick does not appear.


On LDS micofilm #0897690- Kandel church records, Speyer. Kathol. kirche- Baden Wuerttemberg, Neckarsulm- Heilbronn, Speyer, 1678-1796, read by Dennis A. Swick, the name Zwick does not appear. In St. Martinus, 1678-1796 there does appear the names Vogt, Weber, Schwartz, Seix, and Singer.


On LDS m,icrofilm #367575- Katholic, Kandel, Rheinland, Pflaz-1685-1757, read by Dennis A. Swick, the names Zick, Joseph Michael; Johannes Michel Zick, 1738

Appear. The name Zwick does not appear.


On LDS microfilm #367597- Erlenbach, Katholic Hayna, Germersheim, 1677-1960, read by Dennis A. Swick, no Zwicks were found. Metz appeared a lot and Vogel.

76891 Erlenbach bei Dahn (near Bruchweiler-Baerenbach)


Gerhard Zwick of Germany sends the following regarding the Zwicks of Bruchweiler-Bärenbach, “The information about the Zwick's here in the "Dahn Valley" coincide (with what I have). In the Catholic church registers of Bruchweiler-Bärenbach, the first Zwick's in our area (Dahn Valley) can be found. This is confirmed by Peter Zwick. Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany writes, “The first proof of the name Zwick in our Region is the marriage between Cyprian Zwick and Anna Maria Wachtel, at the 21.02.1718 in Niederschlettenbach (which is a village between Bruchweiler and Erlenbach, 2-3 miles west of Erlenbach. Both were Catholic) and it is also confirmed by Dennis A. Kastens ("Dahn Families", dakastens@sbcglobal.net).  The father of Cyprian was born in Bavaria, and his children were the first Zwicks in the area, known by my father. I have no information about Mathys Zwick and Veronica Wolle. The family names Woll and Wahl are very common in the Region. So it is possible. But due to war there are no church files from the region older than around 1695. So I have found no proof for a Mathys Zwick in my fathers files.  The church registers of Dahn/ Erfweiler start only after 1690 and do not contain any Zwick names. I have no knowledge of any Zwick's before this time in Busenberg or other villages in the Dahn Valley. If there were some, then D.A. Kastens would have written it. The small village Erlenbach is a neighbour to Busenberg, some 10 km from Erfweiler, but Zwick's are not noted by D.A. Kastens there too. My predeccessor was Cyprian Zwick. Three generations later, Johannes Zwick (*1805) moved to Dahn in 1830 and then my grand-grand father Georg (*1845) married a girl here in Erfweiler in 1872. Ramberg/Eußerthal/ Albersweiler, which is only approx. 30 km from here”.


TheLDS microfilm #400535 -Kathol. Kirche-Brüchweiler, 1700-1759 , read by Dennis A. Swick, has the Zwicks found in 1720 with Francis Zwick, Margaretha Wachtlin, Cupriano Zwick. Then there is in 1744- Lannes Martin Zwick, Proviani Zwick, Francises Zwick; and 1748- Maria Eva Zwick, Francisci Zwick, Martino Zwick, and David Zwick. These connect with a list of names that Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany sent of those in Allgäu who went to Brüchweiler abt. 1720 like Johannes Andreas Zwick, b. 4/14/1665 or Thomas Zwick, b. 4/3/1668, m. 2/2/1692 Anna Maulin with children: Cypriani Zwick, b. 4/13/1693; Frantz Zwick, b. 10/18/1694; Joanna Zwick, b. 10/11/1696; Jacob Zwick, 9/18/1698 ex-Znutzalberad, Maria Zwick, b. 3/12/1701. For example: Cyprian Zwick, b. 4/3/1693, d. 1751, m. 2/21/1718 Anna Maria Wachtel, b. 1691 or 1697 . Pfarrei Niederschlettenbach (from 1500-1725, Dahn Families, by Dennis Allen  Kastens, 1998). The names of Jacob Swick and Thomas Swick could have their roots in the names Jacob Zwick and Thomas Zwick. Example, in the 1850 Federal Census for Warren, New Jersey there is an Elizabeth Swick, 40 (b. 1810), Jacob Swick, 41 (b. 1809) m. to Catharine, 34, (b. 1816). In the New Jersey Marriages there is a Thomas Swick married to Elizabeth Manning in 1797. 


Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany sent the following information on May 9, 2004 regarding the Zwicks of Brüchweiler-Barenbach area of Germany that came from Gunzesreid: (1) Jakob Zwick, b. 1640, married Christina Rechin, born 1642 from Gunzesried, Allgäu; Pfarrei Seifriedsberg. Their children:(2). Anna Barbara Zwick, b. 12/5/1662. (2). Johannes Andreas Zwick, b. 4/14/1665.( it could be Conradus Zwick instead of Andreas. Dennis Kastens states, “The list omits Conrad and has Andreas”);

(2). Thomas Zwick, b. 4/3/1668, m. 2/2/1692 Anna Maulin. Gunzesried, Allgäu; Pfarrei Seifriedsberg. Then he married Anna Maul/Mnul? Their children were: (3). Cyprian Zwick, b. 4/3/1693, d. 1751, married 2/21/1718 Anna Maria Wachtel, b. 1691 or 1697 . Pfarrei Niederschlettenbach. 


Dennis A. Kastens writes, “Any Erlenbach rites during that era occured in R[oman] Catholic parishes, generally speaking. since there were few Protestants remaining in Erlenbach by that time due to the religious shift of 1685 when the vicinity returned to R. Catholicism after being Protestant for over a century (since the 1570's). Erlenbach Protestants traveled to Lutheran Vorderweidenthal for worship and church rites after 1685 (or to Wingen Lutheran Church in Alsace) if they wished to remain Lutheran by faith. By the 1730's there were virtually no more Protestants in the community since the "older generation" that had been Protestant had died by that time.” 

On LDS microfilm #193201 Vorderweidenthal (Bergzabern), Lutheran,  1684-1910, read by Dennis A. Swick, the name Zwick appears in 1733 which is long after 1705. Only 1710-Anna Margarieta Swickhard, bapt., Father: Johann T. Swickhard appear.

On LDS microfilm #1069713- Evangangelical, Wingen, Climbach. 1648-1792,

read by Dennis A. Swick, the name Schweikardt appears but the name Zwick does not..

Dennis A. Kastens also states, “I found an interesting WOLLE entry while searching in the Wingen, Alsace Lutheran records.   In the Wingen Lutheran Baptisms for 1685 (when the pastor there also was serving Vorderweidenthal, Germany); 10 August, Hans Heinrich Dausmann,  24 July  (old/new style), son of Hans Wendelin Dausmann and Anna Maria uxor, Sponsors: Hans Jacob Ladenberger of Obersch-lettenbach, Heinrich (?) Kuhlhard : Schneider , Bartholomaeus Christmann from Darstein, Anna Dorothea Bornagius, the pastor's wife, of Wingen, Anna Sybilla Wahl(in) (WOLLE?) of Erlenbach, and Catharine Jagen.  Deus eidem adsol huis gratia 1685.The baptism occured in the Vorderweidenthal Lutheran Church. Since Wolle appears with female entries, it is possible that the actual surname is WOLL(E) which also can be spelled Wahl. This substantiates a surname similar to WOLLE in Erlenbach by 1685.”(Sce. http://www.kastensinc.com/neuhart/).

On LDS microfilms #865602 Catholic Church, Sankt Märgen und Schweighöfe 1605-1681, 1850-1898, Baden, Germany have to be researched. 
84066 Obererlenbach – today part of 84066 Mallersdorf-Pfaffenberg


On LDS microfilm #1442035, W-Z, 1862- 1918, Ober-Pazef, 1945-1948, Civil register, Mallersdorf (B. Mallersdorf, Bayern) Bezirksamt (Emigration and Immigration),

was not researched because the dates were too recent.


But LDS microfilm#0939219, Ober Erlenbach, Hessen, 1677-1779, Bad Vilbel, Hessen, read by Dennis A.Swick, showed 5 Anna Margaretha’s born from 1690 to 1693 but none of them were Zwicks and 3 Johannes Georg from 1695 to 1697 but none were Zwicks. There were no Zwicks nor Wolles from 1677 to 1706.

94032 Erlenbach – today part of 94032 Passau


On LDS microfilm #2140871 Ziernholdt-Zwislmaier, Genealogische Zettelkartei Schmid 1300-1880, Passau, Bavaria, read by Dennis A. Swick, had similar information as on LDS microfilm #1270136 items 8-9 because it had listed the surname Zwickel. The name Zwick is listed in 1374. Then it lists Zwicklberger in 1492, 1504 and 1538. Then it lists Zwickhl in 1684 up to 1802. The name Zwickl or Zwickel is also written as Zwick(l). There is a Johannes, Paul and Nicolas Zwickl. None of the names of Veronica, Anna Margareta, Marcus or Martin appear. It is possible that Zwicklberger became Zwickel but that is not proven. It is possible that Zwick and Zwicker could be 

derivatives as there is a Zwicker in 1800.


Here is some information regarding the surname Zwickl/Zwickel. On LDS microfilm #343832 Catholic Church, Busenberg, 1686-1870, read by Dennis A. Swick, Zwickel appears. On this microfilm there are Zwickels from 1749 to 1764.

On LDS microfilm#118931 of the Reformed Church of Heidelburg  (which is suppose to be a protestant area of Baden), read by Dennis A. Swick, there is the name Zwickl/Zwickel listed from 1859 to 1869 (10 of them). 


Continuing on with what Peter C. Zwick sends regarding the Zwickls, he writes the following: “1640- Countess Maria Zwickl in Graz, Steirmark, Austria. Count Georg Bartholomeu Zwickl and Countess Beronvna Anna Maria; 8/24/1702- Samuel Zwickl in Sopron, Hungary. Parents: Caspara Zwickl and Margaretha; 11/10/1804- Martin Zwickl in Gainfarn  (Niederösterrich), parents: Joannes Georg Zwickl and Anna Maria; 1/22/1689- Stephanus Zwickl in Köszeg, Hungary, parents: Heinrich Zwickl and Catharina; 12/1728-Maria Anna Zwickel in Hilbersheim (Moselle), France, parents: Thomas Zwickel and Susanna Pauli; 1832-Casparus Zwick in Eüsserthal (Rheinfalz), parents: Michael Zwick and Rossina Haaf; 1/22/1710 – Daniel Szwik married Eva Wrabus in Saint Kercsin, Szombathely, Hungary; 12/20/1710- Stefan Zwik married Catharine Nimit (from Szombathely, Hungary). Stefan died 2/13/1713”.


Of the Zwickls in Switzerland, Rainer Henrich writes, “According to the 
Swiss telephone directory, about 10 Zwickls live in Switzerland, but this is definitely not an old Swiss name (it seems to me that names ending with -ckl are usually Austrian or Bavarian).”


Now it is interesting that Zwickls are listed living in Austria. The LDS, IGI

has listed Zwickls from Muthmannsdorf, Niederoesterreich, Austria;  Gainfarm, Niederoesterreich, Austria;  and Pulkau, Niederoesterreich, Austria with 1791, Johann Georg Zwickl; 1791 with Anna Maria Zwickl; 1710 with Mathias Zwickl; 1804 with Martin Zwickl and 1808 with Markus Zwickl. Now some of these names Dennis A. Swick is searching for but the above have the wrong dates.  


Interesting looking at the cities listed that Sylvia Zwick of Austria writes, “ Muthmannsdorf and Gainfarn are villages in the south of Vienna (close to Vienna), and Pulkau is also not far from Vienna, but in the north of our capital. There are no Zwickls left in Gainfarn and Pulkau, but there are 7 living in Muthmannsdorf: Erich Zwickl; Franz Zwickl; Gerhard Zwickl; Isabella Zwickl; 
Julius Zwickl; Manfred Zwickl; and Thomas Zwickl”. 


A few other places were Zwickls are found were in Altheim and Annweiler. On LDS microfilm #1189686 Altheim, 1560-1631, read by Dennis A. Swick, they start in 1570. On  #193774 Annweiler, Protestant marriage records, 1640-1803, read by Dennis A. Swick, in 1785 a Zwickel married a Graf. According to the Encyclopedia.thefreedictionary.com/palatinate, The free dictionary.com by Farflex., Graf is a German noble title equal in rank to a count or an earl. Many counts were titled Graf . 

Now regarding Zwickels that emigrated to America, there is Johannes Zwickel listed as being in Philadelphia, PA in 1752 and Johann George Zwickel listed in Philadelphia, PA in 1795. There are also some sources to look at: Andreas Zwickhel, 1758. Werner Hacker, Eighteenth Century Register of Emigrants from Southwest Germany to America and other Countries, Apola, PA; Closson Press, 1994. Johann Zwickel, 1751. Nicholas Zwickel, 1754. Werner Hacker, Eighteenth Century Register of Emigrants from Southwest Germany to America and other Countries, Apola, PA; Closson Press, 1994.( Philipp Jacob  Zwick; 26y; Death Date: 3-12-1774; Occupation: sartor; Location: Lauterburg; Father’s Name: Alexander Zwickel; Mother’s Name: Barbara Pfister; Signed Variant Spelling: Latarius Mock; Passenger and Immigration Lists Index, 1500s-1900s http://www. ancestry. com/ search/ srrd.asp?rd=db&dbid=7486 ).


On LDS microfilm #542474 of the Benner collection from Ansbach, Bavaria from central Franconia, Bavaria, 1650-present, read by Dennis A. Swick, it has:1801- Zwickel married in 1801, F. Besold; Frederick Zwickel married Elisabeth Magdalena Rosenthal in 1872. And there are more Zwickels listed on this microfilm.


Simone Zwickl writes, “I have lived in Heidelberg and worked at the university there for about 10 years... As far as I knew I was the only person with the surname Zwickl in Heidelberg at that time. It is slightly more common in Bavaria and in Austria . My ancestors came from Bavaria and moved along the Danube. This is a very common phenomenon, many Germans settled at different places near the Danube because there was a shortage of craftsmen there, so they were encourage to move out of Germany and settle along the Danube. My ancestors moved as far as Hungary (near the lake Neusiedel) and stayed  there (my grandfather and great grandfather were dressmakers) until after the second world war. After 1945 most Germans in Hungary and some other East European countries were asked to move and most were only allowed to take with them what they could carry”.

On  LDS microfilm #2140126 Genealogical study, Passau (Bayern) have to be researched.

97753 Erlenbach – today part of 97753 Karlstadt

On LDS microfilm #1442086 Heirgtsbelege Zi-Zu Karlstadt (Bayern) was not researched because it was for the years 1827-1915 (Civil registration) and did not have Zw.

Birlenbach, France


The thought did occur that perhaps Erlenbach could be Birlenbach in France in the Alsace region on LDS microfilm #1761549 Birlenbach, Stassbourg, France, 1614-1787, read by Dennis A. Swick, but no Zwicks or Wolles were found.

On LDS microfilm #996845, Evangelic Church,  Erlenbach, (Zürich), 1650-1863, read by Dennis A. Swick, up to 1710 it had no Zwicks listed but it had Albanes, Elnz and Minz.


Walther Janett of Swizerland writes, “Hallo Swick,You are right. Z of our names in German will often be changed to S. Not only in Switzerland  also in America. I have studied the family Zuppinger in Switzerland. Their native place was a hamlet of  St. Gallenkappel: called "In der Zuppigen". In the 15th century Ruedi found a job in Fischental. There he was  called Ruedi Zuppinger, becouse he came from the hamlet in der Zuppigen. A descendant with the name Zuppinger came to Amerca and there they called him Supinger. Another descendant went to Luzern, a Catholic canton. 100 years later the name changed to Suppiger. With the "n" in the name they showed, that they are protestant. A third descedant went to the catholic place Jona, his name is Zuppiger.
All these Families are related, they came from the same place, and all these families have twins. This fact shows also that they are related. Greetings from Switzerland.”

On http://www. familysearch.org/Eng/Search/IGI/individual-record.asp , it lists: Adelheid Elli Zwick - International Genealogical Index (IGI) / CE, Gender: Female Birth: About 1358 of Zürich, Switzerland. Rainer Henrich of Switzerland writes: “The "Historisch-biographisches Lexikon der Schweiz" says that Adelheid,  widow of Ulrich Schnewli, made a large charity donation. Ulrich died in 1395”.


In German speaking Switzerland the Reformation had also taken its hold in cities like Zürich .Rainer Henrich of Switzerland writes of the Zürich Oberland Zwicks, “I found Mathias Zwick, born on Feb 5, 1682. In between I was at "Staatsarchiv des Kantons Zürich". They have a large register of all known marriages in this canton from 1525 to 1700. Here I found 24 male and 13 female Zwicks. Probably most of them are 
members of the Zwick family in Zürcher Oberland. In the same register, I found no Wolle or Wohl, only one single "Anna Wollin"”.


Later Rainer Henrich writes,“ I found a book published by Albert Bernhardt Faust in 1920: Lists of Swiss Emigrants in the Eighteenth Century to the American Colonies, vol. I: Zürich, 1734-1744. Faust has published a report of a pastor, concerning Heinrich Zwick. He says that Zwick had no children when he left the country”. Then he writes, “ I checked the following new book: Schweizer (Einwanderer) in der Vorder- und Südpfalz / Heinz R. Wittner. - Ludwigshafen: Verein der Pfälzisch-Rheinischen Familienkunde, [2003]. (Schriften zur Bevölkerungsgeschichte der pfälzischen Lande ; Band 25). In this book, only one Zwick is mentioned: Hans Hennerich Zwick, a cooper  from Switzerland, took part in the holy communion at Neustadt on Easter 1666”. Later he states, “It is well established that the widespread Glarus family Zwicky has no connection with the Kontanz-St.Gallen family Zwick (although their names were written identically sometimes). In the 1930s and 40’s a journal was published under the title "Das Buch der Familien Zwicky" by a famous genealogist, Johann Paul Zwicky von Gauen (with more than 300 pages). He did research not only on the Glarus Zwickys, but also a little bit on the Konstanz-St.Gallen Zwicks and others. He has published a little genealogy of a family Zwick living in the Zurich Oberland region. One of them (Heinrich Zwick, born 1708) emigrated to America. This family goes back to a certain Gallus Zwick appearing in the middle of the 16th century. But a clear connection between you and one of these different families could be established only if a person on an immigration list is proven to be one of your ancestors. What I know for sure is, by the way, that the Konstanz reformer Johannes Zwick died childless”. So the surname Zwicky/Zwicki (which is listed below in Switzerland) is a different family group from the Zwicks of Konstanz-St. Gallen, Switzerland.


Rainer Henrich sends the following information from Zürich, Switzerland. Rainer Henrich also sends information on page 28 -29 from Das Buch der Familien Zwicky by Johann Paul Zwicky von Gauen, Vol. 1, Zürich, 1931-1941.

It has a genealogical layout of “Die Zwick im Zürcher-Oberland”which presents some of the information above but deferently: (1) Gallus Zwick of Fischental. His children: (2) Hans Zwick, zahlt 1568; (2) Kleinhans Zwick, 1569 in Wald married Katharina Egil of Wald. Their children were: (3) Heinrich Zwick, b. 1570 in Wald; (3) Ulrich Zwick, b. 1571 in Wald; (3) Hans Zwick, b. 1573 in Wald; (3) Jakob Zwick, b. 1575 in Wald married Margaretha Wolf first. Then he married Regula Diggelmann von Hittnau in 1599 in Pfäffikon. Jakob Zwick (1575) and Regula Zwick’s children were: (4) Ehe Hans Zwick, b. 1598 in Pfäffikon; (4) Ehe Hans Zwick, b. 1600 in Pfäffikon; (4) Ehe Hans Jakob Zwick, married Anna Hirzel in Pfäffikon. Ehe Hans Zwick (1598) and Anna Hirzel’s children were: (5) Esther Zwick, b. 1628; (5) Hans Jacob Zwick, 1632 in Bussenhausen- Pfäffikon married Anna Furrer, b. 1638. Now the name Heinrich Zwick is also used in the Kaiserlautern area of Germany, so there might be some connection between the Zwicks of Zürich and the Zwicks of Kaiserslautern. But the year Heinrich Zwick was born in1708 and the Heinrich Zwick of 1666 makes two different Heinrichs. The year that Heinrich Zwick (1708) came to Pennsylvania was in 1743.
