-HISTORICAL.

The history of the Catholies in Burlington, Kansas.
dates back to the early sixties, A D. 1800. During the
years from about A. D. 1559 to A. D. 1871 the Holy
Sucritice of Mass was offered to God by missionary
priests two and three times a vear. SW-

who is at the present writing Vicar General of the i
cese of Concordia. In the early days of the vear [~il
Father Heller collected together the few seattered Catho-
fic families in and around Burlington and organized them
into a purish. The new parish then numbered about ten
tamilies. Most of these families had emigrated to Buar-
lington from Mt. Sterling and Bloomington, Illinois. In
spite the fact that all the families suffered greatly under
the yoke of poverty, they contributed nobly in work and
money sud built a neat little frame church 35x40 feet on
North Third Street. three blocks to the north of the pres-
ent brick veneered church. The name of St. Francis

Xavi 't was given the new church.  The corner stone of
said church was laid _in the early days of June, 1871.

The parish was then in a flourishing con ition and grew
rapidly in membership. Holy Mass was celebrated bi-
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monthiv, sometimes by a priest from Scipio, Kansas:
sometimes by a priest from Humboldt, Kansas, »and at
other times by a priest from Emporia, Kansas. Inafew
vears the parish grew so large in membership that an-
other addition of sixteen feet was added to the aforesaid
church, which addition for a short time served as a sehool
room, hut later was changed into a sanctuary for the old
church.  On the 18th of December, 1881, the Franciscan
Fathers of Ewmporia took charge of the parish by order
of Rt. Reverend L. M Fink, D. D., 0. S. Bof =
m Father Charles Kear- * -
ful, whoattended Burlington from Humboldt, Kausas.
‘The Franciscan Fathers hud chat ge of the puush from
December, 1881, to September, 1883. From Septembner,
1X:3, to 1590 se\elul changes were made in the purish.
Eoll(mmo' is an imperfect list of priests who had charge
of St. Francis Xavier church from A. D. 1853 to 1890:
From September, 1883, to 1885 Father Freisenborg
cared for the faithful of the parish and during his pastor-
ate huilt a six room cottage for a residence by the side of
the old church. From September, 1883, to August,
1586, Rev. A. Buechler was pastor, and from 1NF~6 to
1587, was succeeded by Rev. Michael Walsh. After
Fatber Walsh had served his term as pastor the Franeis-
cun Fathers again resumed charge of the parish and
Father Loung, 0. S. F., attended it from Emporia untit
1890, when “Father Herbrlch_ was appointed pastor by the
Rt. Rev. Bishop uutil 1894. In 1894 Rev. Robt. Loehr
received the appointment to succeed Father Herbrich
until 1896, when he in turn, on March 20th, 1896, left
the faithful in charge of the late Rev. John Schultze of
happy memory who died suddenly of heart failure on
February 17th, 1899. After the death of Father
Schultze the Franciscan Fathers again attended the par-
ish from Emporia until the 19th “of July, 1899, when
Father A. J. Domann, the present pastor, took charge of
the parish as his first mission. During the pastoratc of
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the late Father Schultze the building of a new church
was contemplated, as the membership of the parish now
numbered about thirty-five families, and the old church
hesides being too small was crumbling with age. Active
work to raise money for this purpose was begun, and a
large Catholic Fair was given by the members of the
parish and conducted by the late Rev. Schultze, by means
of which a fund of about five hundred dollars was real-
ized. Soon after the Fair about thirty tons of rock were
hauled on the old church grounds in preparation for the
prospective new building of 40x80 feet, but as death
suddenly took from the congregation their loved pustor
and leader, all hopes for the erection of a new building
were equally as suddenly blasted and: preparations were
indefinitely postponed. In the fall of the year 1900
Father A. J. Domann undertook to carry out the inten-
tions of his worthy predecessor, Rev. Father Schultze,
and immediately bhegan work to swell the buildins fund.
The first method resorted to was the ¢endless chain of
letter system,’’ by which a net protit of $204 over and
above expenses was realized. In January, 1901, Father
A. J. Domaun resorted to a second and more effectnal
means of raising money for the new church and called in
person on each member of his parish earning a living,
and solicited donations.  Although the people were mostly
poor and numbered ouly thirty-tive familier, by June of
the same year he succeeded in swelling the subscription
list to almost $10,000, one thousand dollars of which
was donated by the good non-Catholics of the city of
._Burlington. '

n-March 16th, A D. 1901, he sold to Mrs. Emma
Rosenthal, of Burlington, the old church property, the

old church bailding and the one story parochial residence
for the consideration of $1,200.
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QLJ)LQJ&L.@&, the first dirt was excavated for
the hasement and fouhdation trenches of the new church.
All of said work was in charge of Joseph Didde and was
donated by the members of the parish. Mr. Joseph Did-
dee is a Catholic resident of Nortonville, Kunsas, and
was employed by the Pastor and Building Cowmittee to
superintend and construct the new church, a pressed
hrick, veneered building—dimensions 40x80 feet with a
tower 125 feet high. On the 3d day of July, 1901, Mr.
W. Finicum, of Otter Creek, near Burlington, contract-
ed with the Rev. Pastor and the Committee to build the
foundation for said church for $1,028. Ou August 19th,
1901, Messrs. Beatty & Clark, of Burlington, agreed to
construct and erect the brick work of said church and to
furnish the mortor and labor for the same for the consid-
eration of £900. All other materials necessary to com-
plete said church the Rev. Pastor aud Superintendent
Didde purchased. Almost all the work on the new
church was done by day labor under the direction of said
superintendent, Joseph Didde. :

On_Angust 22d, 1901, the corner stone of said new

church_was Taid with dnie ceremony and solemnity by the
Et. Rev. L. M. Fink, O. 8. B., Birhop of Leavenworth,

Kansas. The name of St. Francis Xavier wasulso given
to the new church. At 9:30 a. m. of the above mention-
ed date a solemn High Mass was celebrated «‘Coram Epi-
scopo’’ in the old church building on North Third street
by Rev. B. S. Kelley, secretary to the Bishop.
Father Kelley was assisted by Rev. Father Sylvester,
O. F. M., of Emporis, Kansas, as dencon, ant y Rev.
Patrick Mclnerny, of Oluthe, as sub-deacon. Very Rev.
ather Agunéllus, O. F. M., of Emporia, acted as Master
of Ceremonis, ~ The Rt. Rev. Bishop was assisted by two
deacons of honor, Very Rev. F. V. Nugent, C. M.,
President of the Kenrick Seminary, St. fguis, Mo., and
Very Rev. Perrier, V. G., of Councordia, Kansas. After
thie solemn High Mass all marched in procession to the
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site of the new church and the corner stong was Taid. .
Just hefore the ceremony of the laying of ‘the. corner
stone, Rev. Fatber George Eckart, of Ottaweg, ‘Kansns,
preached an eloquent and appropriate sermon to the large +
crowd in attendance. When the ceremonies and sermon

were completed, an elaborate dinner was served for the

All the pews in the church are new. They are made

of red oak, are fourteen feet long and have curved seat

and inclined back. The communion rail, Gothic in form,

and the stair railing are made of the same kind of wood
as the pews. All are tinished in the natural wood color.
The entire church has been finished with B. P. S. paint

and Nisoron varnish, manufactured by the Patterson- .
Sargent Co., of Chicago. Mr. O. W. Urich, of Atchi-
son, Kansas, furnished the pews and communion rail,
and in fact all the inside wood work of the church except

fhe altars. .
Altars there are three; one main altar and two side &&
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altars.  The main altar is Gothic in style, has a mensa or
table twenty-three inches wide by ten feet long. The
entire width of main altar is thirteen feot, and with its
many little spiral towers nineteen feet high. On the
altar are three candle tables and on either side of the
tabernacle is a niche two feet high with adorning angels.
Over the tabernacle of exposition is the center or main
niche five feet high, in which stands prominent & heautiful
stutue of St. Francis Xavier, patron of the church. On
either side of the altar a little down from the center or
muin niché are two other niches four feet and six inches ™
high for other statues of saints. The side altars are sis-
ters to the main altar. Each is six feet, six inches wide
by sixteen feet high. Over the tabernacle of each, ina
niche 2x5 feet stands a statue. The one holds the statue
of the Blessed Virgin Mary: the other that of the Sacreil
Heurt of Jesus. ~ The altars are of hutternul wood, rich-
Iy trimmed with gokl leaf, and all of them band carved.

PAROCHIAL RESIDENCE.

A new two-story Parochial Residence, equally as
beautiful and handsome as the new church was erected at
the same time with the church at a cost of almost several
thousand doflars.  Although of frame, the house is seld
finished and comfortably furnished. In it are eight
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rooms and a bath. It bas beem furnished with moderm
conveniences of water works snd electric light™The
lumber for both the chiirch and the residence, for which
it took over 150,000 feet, was furnished by the Brown-
Parish and Logshall Lumber Companies, both of Burling-
ton. The hardware for both buildings was mostly fur-

nished by the Pioneer Hardware Co. , of this city, of
w%%g@mmy. “The heautiful
whi ne for the front steps, door and window sills
was furnished by the Chase County Stome Co., of Cot-
tonwood falls, Kansas. Messrs. Isenberger & Brott, of

this city, furnished all the galvanized iron for the church
and did the work.
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PRECEPTS OF THE CHURCH.

1. To hear Mass on Sundays and Holy days of Ob-
ligation.

2. To fast and abstain on the days appointed.

3. To confess at least once a year.

+.  To receive the Holy Eucharist during Easter
time.

5. To contribute to the support of our pastors.

6. Not to marry non-Catholics, nor relatives, nor
at forbidden times.

N. B.—DBear in mind that Catholics who get mar-
ried by a non-Catholic minister excommunicate them-
selves from the church.

Baptism.

Catholics should remember. that this sacrament
should be administered as soon after birth as possible,
at least within two weeks from hirth.

In danger of death any one can baptize—pouring
water on the head of the person, at the same time say-
ing: ¢I baptize thee in the name of the Father, and of
the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.””  Catholics only car
be sponsors at baptism.

Should private haptism be conferred in case of the
danger of death, the ceremonies must he supplied soon
afterwards at the church.
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It is a strict rule of the church that the priest can-
not go to private residences to buptize except under
grave circumstances. The parish church is the proper
place for administering the sacrament of baptism.

Confirmation.

The Sacrament of Confirmation is administered by
the Right Reverend Bishop of Leavenworth, L. M. Fink,
0. S. B., D. D., at least once in every three years, on a
date specially appeinted by himself and with the concur-
rence of the Rev. Rector. Persons not confirmed should
apply for iustruction in time. The Rev. Rector is very
anxious that parents should send their children to receive
these necessary instructions, preparatory to the recep-
tion of the Sacrament.

First Communion.

In the spring time of the Chvistian’s life there is a
day that should outshive all others in brightness and
beauty—the day of First Communion.  The great Na-
poleon the First, who trod the ways of glory and
sounded all of the depths and shoals of honor, at the end
of his career solemaly declared that the day of his First
Communion ha:l been the happiest day of his eatire life.

All children above the age of seven should faith-
fully attend Sunday school and the special instructions
in preparations for First Communion.  Parents should
encourage the Rector and teachers in the very important
and momentous task of prepariug the children for First
Communion and Confirmation. They should lend their
assistance in this great work. an: above all they should
be careful to see that their children not only attend the
instructions, but study their lessons at home.  Special
instructions for First Holy Communion every Wednes-
day aad Saturday afternoon at 2:30 o’clock.

Confession and Communion.
Monthly confessions and Holy Communion are
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enrnestly recommended to all who wish to be practical
Catholics, especially for the young men and  voung
ladies of the parish, that they may lead Christian Catbo-
lic-lives. The time for confessions is generally speaking
on Saturday evenings from 6 to 9 o'clock, and Sunday
mornings from 6 to 7:45, and on week days from 8 to
7:15.  These hours should be strictly observed.  Chil-
dren of seven years or moro who have not made their
First Communion should go to Confession on th

-

Wednesdays or Fridays of Ember week.

Sick Calls.

You are earnestly admonished to send for the Rec-
tor as soon as a member of your family or a friend is in
danger of death. In case of lingering sickness you
<hould send notice to the Rector early in the morning ot
evening hefore so he can convienently reach the patient.
In case of sudden serious illness come any time during
the day or night. It isa labor of love for the Rector to
visit the sick. When you expect the Rector to admin-
ister the last Sacraments in your house you should come
after him and also bring him back home if be has not a
conveyance of his own.  Prepare in the sick roowm a
table, cover it with & clean white cloth; place on it a
crucifix between two lighted candles, a vase with Holy
water and o sprinkler, a glass of pure water, a small
spoon and a plate with cotton. Holy water can always
he obtained at the church. Always keep on hand at
Jeast two blessed candles and Holy water. Catholics
chould observe this rule strictly and should have the
sick room prepaved as ahove descrihed before the Pas-
tor arrives.

Remarks.

On entering the church take some Holy water and
make a devout sign of the cross.

Before entering your pew make n genuflection to
the Blessed Sacrament. :
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Do not allow your children to run around in the > .
aisles of the church during the service and make unnec- -
essary noise,

Avoid unnecessary talking in church and be strictly /ﬁ \
silent.

Rewemnber that the church is the house of God, and
the highest decorum should ne ohserved.

Do not turn your head to see when some one is en- X&
tering or leaving the church, but attend to your prayers
and devotions.

Be sure and always take your prayer book and your /K
rosary when you go to church.

On passing the church the true Christian gentleman
will raise his hat in respect of the Blessed Sacrament. ;%
IHow muny show themselves to he true Christians in this
respect? Mighty few.

Choir. .

All those who have musical ability shoald be will-
ing and anxious to counsecrate a part of their talents to
(rod from whom they received the same, and hence
should join the choir withont any paltry consideration,
Mempers of the choir should remember that they take
part in o sacred function and behave accordingly.  The
Church is the dwelling of the most Blessed Sacrament,
Commuon politeness will teach the rest. The organist is
the master of the choir and should never tolerate unnec-
essary laughing or loud wln&pelmv (lmmu services or
practice honrs. The organist is texponsﬂ)le for the be-
havior of the members in choir.

The Altar Society.
The Altar Aid Society is organized to provide for

the altars and church, as the same should be kept clean. )
The officers of the Altar Society are appointed once
a year to attend to these duties and collection of the dues. :

Each member pays 10 cents a month, or $1.20 a
year. In the past this society has contributed to the
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embellishment of the sanctuary of the House of God.
Every Catholic lady sheuld consider it an honor and a
sacred duty to contribute her mite to this noble and holy
purpose.  The dues should be paid to the President or
Treasurer of this soviety. There should he at leust oune
inevery family l)elun(rma to the Altar Society. The
Rev. Rector offers up “Mass once & month for the tem-
poral and spiritual welfare of all members, and one Re.
quiem Mass for all deceused members.  Members should
he prompt in the paviment of their dues.

Purgatorian Society.

The Purgatorian Society has for its aim and object
the assistance of the poor souls in Purgatory.  ¢Jt i
a hely and wholesome thought to pray for the dead, that
they may be loosed from their sins," says Holy Secrip-
ture. For this reason pious persous form themselves in-
to a society and make contributions uccording to  their
means to have Masses offered up to God for the repose
of the souls of their dead relatives and henefactors.
Mass is said bi-monthly in oor chureh for the deceused
members of the Pu.g.ntmmn Society,

Loyalty to the Pastor.

There is vot. perhaps, a parish great or small, in
this country where the pastor does not sometimes long
to hear an authoritive voice urging his people to ¢-hold
ap his hands.”  Nobody knows so well as he that great
American fact that here every man is his npeighhor’s
judge, and that in consequence public vpinion is the auto-
crat by whose favor every movement stands or falls:
nobody kuows hetter than he, either, that with us pub.
lic opinirn has most emplmtlcally the mark of a half-
educated opinion, in that it is more critical than appre-
ciative.  Appreciation is the flower of the tinest minds
only, and our American Catholic pastor, kaowing so of-
ten by sad experience that he is as likely to he judged by
the smallest failing as by the highest virtue, has good
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reason to question whether even the seed of that tine
_flower has been yet dropped into the average American
mind.

It is not that the parish eritic is so numerous. but he
is so loud. He is the product of a nature which lacks
the quality of proportion, and when in the exercise of
Lis characteristic prerogative, he proceeds to express his
plain opinion of his pastor, it generally turns out that be

Holy Days of Obligation.

On which every Catholic who has come to the age
of reason is obliged to hear Mass and to rest from servile
work, unless hindered by sickness or other sufficient
cause:

1. All Sundays in the year.

. The Circumecision of our Lord.
. The Ascension of our Lord. :
. The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin.
All Saints Day.
. The Immaculate Conception of the DBlessed
Virgin.

7. The Nativity of our Lord.

The Priest’s Self Sacrifice.

«'A Priest is not an angel, heis only a wman, he is
human. He has the faults of hu:nan nature, but his life
_ is given to you. His hand is the anointed hand which
gives you the sacraments.

and air.  Possibly it is in consequence of this airy ap-
propriation, as a natural beritage, of the services of the
Priest, that we are so free with our criticism and so
stingy with our gratitude. It should he wice repsa.
When sickness assails us and death faces us, the Priest is
the only one upon whom we can call, knowing the call
will be obeyed. Other friends may fail us. The Priest
never fails us. His telephone is never spiked. No mat-
ter how cold the night or late the hour when the urgent
ring comes, it is answered. Truly, indeed, we ought to
respect our Priests.

““lhe order of Melchisedech, with the wonderful
power which it confers, carries with it the hlue ribhon
of all earthly dignities, and it carries with it also a great
dower of human loneliness. When he dons the garh of
his supernatural knighthood, the Priest is shut out by a
wall of seperateness from the fair garden of humau love,
He must go alone and lonely and practically homeless
through the world. The life of the Priest affords the
highest ideal that the world holds today of the Christian
charity embodied in the primary commandment of the
Positivist school:  ¢Live for others.” Altruism can gono
further. In common gratitude, the least that Catholics
cun give to their Priest is profound respect and wide in-
dulgence, instead of cold, non-appreciation and flippant
criticism. ' —Selected.

The Support of the Church.

Every one not prevented by poverty should make
every year a just contribution towards the necessary sup-
port of the Church and its pastor. This contribution
will entitle him or her to a specinl seat. This donation
should be pail in advance every quarter, and if not, at
least at the end of the (uarter when it hecomes due. Iu
the first place the pastor should know all the Catholic
people who reside in his parish, consequently his peopie,
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and especially new comers, should lose no time in mak-
ing themselves known to the Priest in charge. Very
often, and especially in country missions, Catholics settle
a long distance from the Church and live there for
months and months without letting the Priest know a
word of their existence. Let the Priest know by some
mmeans or other that you have moved into his parish, and
sooner or_ later he will visit you and provide for your
spiritual wants. Make arrangements for a proper seat
in the Church with the pastor. and willingly contribute
what you can afford. A parish has to be supported, and
according to your means you should give, otherwise you
should not expect to receive the benelits of the divine
services of the Cburch nor her sacraments.

Marriages.

When you intend to get married the Reverend Rec-
tor should be seen ahout three weeks hefore the date of
the ceremony. Remember that the laws of the Church,
for good reasons, reguire your names to be called out on
three successive Sundays or Holy days.  Catholie mar-
ringes should be celebrated in the morning with the Holy
Mass, and it is proper to receive Holy Communion at
this Nuptial Mass. Mixed warringes are abhorved, aned
wenerally condemned hy the Church, therefore we should
avoid them. No marriages are solemnized—

1. From Ash Wednesday until the second week
after Easter.

9.  From the first Sunday in Advent until the Tth
day of January, except by special dispensation from the
Right Reverend Bishop.

Burials.

A hurial shoald be held at the church and not in a
private house, and with a Requiem Mass.  All funerals
should reach the church at 10:30 a. m., if not sooner.

Make proper arrangements with the Rector for the
tuneral mass and for his attendance at the cemetery.
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Instead of lavishingly spending money uselessly for
too many fowers and carringes, it would he heiter to
have prayers said and masses offered. knowing as the
Holy Scripture saith, *‘that it is a holy and wholeson
thought to pray for the dead, that they may be loosed
feom their sins.’’

All pious, worthy. Catholics thould remember
their deceased relatives an { the poor souls in purgatory.

When a member of the parish is to be buried, it
should be born in miud that the party must have a right
to Christian burial and that he or she were practical
Catholics. A lot ov »rave must be had in the cewetery.

The Cemetery.

A Catholic cemetery is the howme of our dead. It
is likewise ‘‘our’’ home, our +‘future’® home, our ‘‘last”’
home on earth. As we decorate and beautify our pres-
ent homes, so should we decorate and beautify our future
home and the homes of those who have gone before us.
['he cemetery should always be kept neat and clean. In
its season it should be as a park of beauty, breathing an
aroma of sweet scenting floweis. All should feel it a
duty and a pleasure to carve for the cemetery and beautify
it. The manner in which we keep the cemetery shows
the respeet we have for the dead. The appearance of
the cemetery should incite us to prayer, pious meditation
and love for the dead, not discouragement, disgust and
blame for the living. The nppearmunce of the cemetery
is a true index to the religious spirit of a parish. A
sexton should superintend the grave digging and also
whatever labor may be required at the grave.

The cemetery is in charge of a committee of which
the Rev. Rector is chairman. The lots are for sale,
prices to be had upon application.

Catholic Mutual Benefit Association.

The object of this association is *‘To improve the
mworal, mental and social condition of its memhers: wo
educate them in intexrity, sobriety and frugality; to en-
deavor to make them contented with their pnsmon in life,
and to aid and assist members and their families in case of
death.”

The qualifications for membership are that a man
shall be a practical Cutholic, physically sound, of the tull
age of eighteen years and umlex fifty yeursof age at date
of initiation. Every applicant must have the signature
of the Pastor of the purish to his application paper as a
guarantee that he possesses the first qualitication, hefore
his application ean be considered. Being a business so-
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ciety, having for its object d safe and reliable life insur-
ance for its members, and as the strength and perpetuity
of all such assoctations depend entirely on the nuture of
their life risks, all applicants must lm(lerwo a rigid medi-

al examination by a competent physician, lt"llldl'\’ ap-
pointed and sworn to perform his duty honestly.  All
certificates of examination made by such examinerss must
he submitted to the Graud Medical Examiner of the
Council, who approves or disapproves the applicant, ac-
cording to the statements contained in such certiticates,
and no person ean be admitted or balloted for until the
Branch has been notitied of the approval of the Graud
Medical Examiner. In addition to this, ench Branch has
a Board of five Trustees, to whom all applicatioms must
he referred, who are empowered to approve or reject.

The cost of admission is as follows: Initiation Fee,
23: Medical Examination, $2.

And on initiation, one assessment as per elass, and
dues to the end of the cnrrent guarter. The dues arve
twenty-five cents per month, payvable quarterly.

His great-
est strength will be in receiving frequently the sxcra-
ments of the Church, and his work will be, first, to lend
his assistance cheerfully to all work plmme(l nndu»nduct-
ed under the auspices of the Church; second, to always
have a good word for what is thus un(lett‘lken and
lastly, to ahor hy good counsel among his less fortunate
blethlen.

Progress of Life.

Men rejoice when the sun is risen; they also rejoice
when it goes down, while they are unconcious of the de-
cay of their own lives. Men rejoice on seeing the face
of a new seaszon, as at the arrival of one greatly desired.
Nevertheless, the revolution of seasons is the decay of
hinnan life.

One standing on the road would readily say to
a pumber of persons |"'““‘.‘-’- hy, «1 will t()llow yous
why, then, should a person grieve, when journeving on
the same road which has been assuradly trodden by all
our forefathers? Life resembles a cataract rushing down
with irvesistible impetuosity; knowing that the end of
life is death, every right-minded man ought to pursue
that which is connected with bappiness and altimate Dliss,
i. e., save his immortal soul.

The Duty of a Mother.

By the quiet fireside of the home the true mother, in

the midst of ber children, is sowing as in vases of earth
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the seeds of plants that shall sometimes give to heaven
frarrance of their.blossom and whose fruit shull be as a
rosary of augelic deeds, that noblest offering that she
can make through the ever ascending and expanding souls
of her little children to their God. Every word that
she ntters goes from heart to heart, with a power of
which she little dreams.

Solemn is the thought, but not more solemn to the
Christian Catholic mother than the thought that every
word that falls from her lips, every expression of her
conntenance, even in the sheltered walk and vetirement
of home, may leave an indelible impression upon the
many sotls around her calculated to work for their eter-
nal happiness or everlasting misery. O, what a terrible
responsibility! How few mothers reflect on this!

Religion at Home.

The church is not the only place for the practice of
religion. [t won't do to tuck yonr religion securely under
the pew, after yon have attended divine services, to he
left there till you come again. Your religion should he
with you evervwhere and direct all your actions. It .
should be made particularly mmnifest in vour home,
Unless it is practiced there the church and school will
never succeed in preserving it. Therefore make your
howe a thoroughly Catholic one. Give the crucitix a
promioent place: it will remind you of your duties to
God and your fellowmen. Sacred images will heget
pious thoughts and elicit many meritorious ejaculations.
Give the Bible an honored position and keep it in readi-
ness for use. Have on hand Catholic books of edifica-
tion and instruction and keep on hand good Catholic
papers and periodicals according to your means. [t is
almost a miracle that the Catholic faith should prosper in
spite of the great amount of anti-Catholic literature
with which our Catholics amuse themselves, Trashy
novels and sensational papers must he kept out of the
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home.  Never permit your children to read hooks aud
papers of a suspicious character. Pictares and repre-
sentations of love-scenes and nll nudities, whether works
of art, ornaments or mere wdvertisements, must he strict-
ly banished from your homes, as they scarcely ever fail
to sow the seed of corruption in the susceptible heurts of
your children. .

Fawily prayers said in common hy all wembers of
the household should Le a regular iustitution in every
home. Parents must see that their children say their
priyers regularly.  Special seasons, such as Leat, Ad-
vent, May and Octoher, should b remembered with es-
pecial pruyers. Let me here remark that pravers should
not be very long, us long prayvers are apt to create an
antipathy for prayers in general.  Spend some time oe-
casionally in pious and instructive reading.  For this
purpose use the Bible, especinlly the epistles and gospels,
the Bible history, the catechism, or any of the various
hooks of Catholic instruction.  Try to have at least one
member of the household attend Holy Mass on week
days, =0 that the family will he represented at the Holv
Sucrifice every day. Never shame the Catholicity of your
home by m king it the seene of disedifving sovials and
parties  Neither allow even innocent gatherings during
the penitential sexsons.

Manners in Church.

There are some—they should he fewer—who seem
to forget that common, evers -day manuers hold good in
church as well as elsewhere. Manners are but an ex-
pression of justice—ot due consideration, which, since
we all have to live on this earth, is quite necessary.
Where should we be more careful to follow them than iu
the Church of God?

Most peisons do hring their manners to God's
house: sowe few, as has heen said, do not.  For the sake
of this mirority a few points may not e entirely out of
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pluce. '
If there is a crowd going into church, don’t try
your utmost to elhow evervhody else and increase the
general discomfort. Take it easy. Don’t aim a hlow at
the holy-water font and immerse the whole hand.  Dip
the finger in lightly and then sprinkle yourself alone, not
the others stmuhnv around you,  Walk quietly down the
aisle to your pew and take the most convenient seat there-
in. Don't Iny siege to the end of the sent and hold it
against all comers.  Never disturb your neighbors hy
vour prayers. They should know their own. Be atten-
tive always to the priest at the alter. A silent, good ex-
ample is most telling and most edifying. \evex spit on
the floor: itisexc eerlmtrl\ bad taste.  In going out, after
atlenst a short prayer of thanksgiving, take your time.
Don’t leave God’s house in a meat huu\' Try to post-
pone any pxolonue(l meeting with friends until you are
outside.  Again take your time during confession hours;
never (lepriw any e of+his or her l)l(lte. It shows hut
a poor spirit in which to receive the Sacrameant of Pen-
ance to rob one of what belongs to him. It is not at all
forhidden to allow another, who from some necessary
reason must hurry, to go ahead of yourself.

Marriages or baptisms are not oceasions on which to
satisfy your curivsity.  In all things exercise common
sense and politeness.  You would not forget yourself in
visiting the house of a friend; do not do so in the house
of God. Carry yourself modestly, hecomingly, without
prominence. Look to the comfort of others. If any
inconvenience must be born, let it he yvourself who will
be willing to bear it.

Would You be Loved?

Then strive to be amiuble on all occasions. Don't
find fault. Don’t contradict people, even if vou are sure
you are right. Don’t he inquisitive about the affairs of
even your most intimate friends. Don’t underrate tny-
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thing becanse you don’t possess it.  Don't believe that
everyhody else in the world is happier than vou. Don’t
conclude that you never had any opportunities in life.
Don’t believe all the evil you hear. Don’t repeat gossip
even if it does interest u crowd.  Don’t go untidy on the
plea that everybody knows you. Don’t be rude to your
inferiors in social position. Don’t over or under dress.
Don’t express a positive opinion unless you perfectly uu-
derstand what you are talking about. Don’t get in the
hahit of vulgarizing life by making licht of the senti-
ment of it.  Don’t jeer at everybody’s religions heliefs.
Don’t try to be nnything else than u perfect gentleman or
lady.

Causes of the Loss of the Faith.

The first cause is ignorance of religion. The relig-
ious education of many Catholics has heen sorely neg-
lected. In their childhood thev were not tumht their
pravers and catechism. They were sent to schools
where they learned mere worldly science, it not what
it behooved them to learn, Christian faith and Cheistian
morality.  No wonder thev soon lose the faith. The
second is the had example of parents. The parents sel-
dom say their prayers; why should the child pray? The
parente seldom go to Mass and Confession, why should
the clhild co? The child hears his purents curse; he soon
learns to imitate them. . Young men and voung women
are allowed to keep had company, to go to dangerous
amusements and to read immoral and intidel hooks and
papers. No wonder theyv abandon the practice of relig-
ion, and, too, even lose faith. The third cause is shallow
learning. Some who have only a swattering of learning
are so conceited as to consider themselves eapable of dis-
cussing and solving the deepe~t theological questions,
How true is the «l\m;z of St. Panl: ¢Science puffeth
up.”” (1 Cor., §:1.) They constitute themselves the
judges of e"EI}llllllﬂ‘ They refuse to submit their rea-
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son 1o the church, and they hoast of helieving only what
they can understand.  Truly, a little learning is a dan-
gerous thing. The fourth cause is worldly interests.
Some Catholics sell their faith for a political office, for a
membership in a secret society, for a rich hushand or
wife, for a few paltry dollars.  The fifth cause is human
respect. Every one naturally desires to he esteemeed
hy his fellow men. Many are easily led. If their asso-
ciates are good and virtuons, they strive to be nlso good
and virtuous. If their ussocintes arve wicked and irre-
ligious, they follow their had example. They dare not
practice their religion for fear of being ridiculed. The
sixth cause is impurity. To gratify bis passions, the im-
pure sacrifices reason, virtue, daty, conscience, - health,
honor and life itself. lmpurity blinds the intellect; it
degrades man below the brute. At first, the impure
man experiences shame and remorse.  1f he continues to
vield, his pissions grow stronger and fiercer, whilst his
power of resistance grows weaker. He soon denies hell,
and the aunthority of the church, and at last he becomes a
hardened, scoffing infidel. A lamp goes outin o noisome
cesspool, and faith dies out in an impive and hardened
heart. A virtuous vonug man, a virtuous voung woman,
never lose faith.  No Catholic loses his faith until his in-
novence has sutfered shipwreck.  The seventh cause is
“mixed warringes. Of all the means invented by Satan to
increase the army of infidels and apostates, mixed mur-
viages are the most common and the most haneful,

The Vice of Int2mperance.

Although there are other sins that are wore enor-
mous than drunkenness, there is hardly another vies that
is productive of so great evils.  Suvme acyuire a passion
for strong drink through the bad example of their par-
ents. Others begin to use stimulants as medicine.  Many
bhegin to drink under the plea of necessity. They drink
hecause the weather is cold, or damp, or hot; because
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they work hard or feel we1k, or have no appetite, and a
drink, they imagine, revives and refreshes them. They
hegin to drink and soon have & ctav ing for liquor; they

do not know when and where to stop.  Uthers are led to
drink through business or friendship. Some are driven
to drink by domestic or financial troubles or hy some
other misfortune. The drunkard is devoid of shame,
He has po respect for God, no regard for men. There
is no comfort, no pleasure, in the howe of a drunkard.

Instead of loving, protecting and supporting his family.
he is more cruel and heartless than the tiger

Advice to Catholic Young Men.

Remember thy Creator in the days of thy youth.
(Eccles., 12: 1.) First of all be ﬁrmlv resolved to save
your 1mmortal soul, cost what it may. God has not
created ard placed you in this world to acquire wealth,
learving and honors, or enjoy life and its pleasures, but
to keep His Commandments and thereny save your im-
mortal soul.  You must be able to explain vour religion
when questioned and to defend it when attacked. Your
second duty is to he proudof vour religion. Thank God
that vou are a Catholic. Never go to any place of false
worship.  Your third duty is to practice your religion.
You tind some who are w 1llmu' to tight for ‘their telwum
hut are not willing to live up to it. Never miss vour
morning prayers. (o to Mass every Sunday and Holy
day and receive the Sacrament frequently.

Be industrious. I(llenes~ is the parent of ev ery vice.
«If any man will not work,” says St. Panl, “‘neither let
him eat.”” (2Thess., 2:10.) Shun evil company. Keep
away from saloons and all places where drunkards, gani-
blers and idlers congregate. Above all, you must tead a
chaste life. The impure man, to %lthfy his lust, sacri-
fices his thoughts and 1tfectlons, his liberty, his rest, his
health, his fortune, bis conscience, his soul, his God and
his eternal happiness. To gratify his lust, to hide his
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guilt, and to please the ohject of his passion, he shrinks
from no crime——he steals, be lies, he commits perjury,
he is even guilty of murder. Impurity destroys the
peace of families. It gives rise to hatred, jealousy,
calumny, quarrels, divorce or even murder and suicide.
Experience proves that so long as a Catholic remains
chaste he does not hecome an :nfidel. Experience shows
that no other vice causes so many diseases, so much in-
sanity and so many sudden deaths a~ the horrible vice of
impurity.

Advice to Catholic Young Women.

Remember that your most nohle and most precious
treastre on earth is your innocence. ¢“Blessed are the
clean of heart, for they shall see God.™" (Mat., 5:8.) Try
by all means to please God, but do not seek to attract

the attention and admiration of men. <Favor is deceit-
ful.”” savs the Seripture, ¢tand bheanty is vain: the wom-
an that feareth the Lord shall receive praise.””  (Prov,,
31:30.) <Let not vour adorning,”” savs St Peter, *‘he the
outward plaiting of vour hair, or the wearing of gold,
or the patting on of apparel, but the hidden man of the
heart in the incorruptihility of a uiet and meek spirit,
which is rich in the sizht of (vod.”" (1 Peter, 3: 2-4.»
Scrupalousiv shun all impradence in looks, words and
gestures.  Never allow an unhecoming word to eseape
your lips.  Be always usefullyv occupied,  Idleness is the
enemy of puritv. The devil has alwavs work for idle
hands to do. Shun all bad company and daigerous
amusements. It was a  dancing girl who cansed the
death of St. John, the Baptist. Dances, balls and plays
are full of danger. In the voluptaons dunce, innocence
dies and is buried on the way home. The first step in
the ball room is commonly the first step towards seduc-
tion.  Avoid all improper reading, love stories, love
puetry, trashy novels, story papers and the like.
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Duties of the Wife.

You should love your hushand next to God and re-
spect bimm as your head. Never cause him pain or dis-
pleasure. Be submissive in thought, word and deed.

Never without sufficient cause refuse him the marriage
rights.  Obey in what is lawful, but not in what is sin-
ful. If he reyuires you to commit any crime against
nature, you cannot obey. You must obey God rather
than your busband. You must be faithful to your hus-
band uatil death. You must love your husband with a
patient love. Your hushand is obliged to toil all day
among strangers. He is often annoyed, perhaps ill hu-
mmed when ke returns home in the ev: ening. Strive to
make him forget all these annoyances. Never show ill
temper, but in meekness and silence hear with his defects.
Many a man is driven to the bar room, gambling saloon
and the dens of infamy by his wife's uevlec h\ her ill
temper and scolding tongue. If your Thushaud is cross
and a torment, who was it to choose the ecross! It was
your own choice, therefore bear it.

Shun idleness. Do not waste your tie gossiping
or making useless visits. Be L(mstfmtly ocenpied with
somethmg useful. Keep your house neat and orderly.
Be economical, especially in your personal expeunses,
Avoid all vanity, extravagance amd inordinate desire to
outshine your neighbors in costly dresses, jewelry and
entertainments.

Shun forever the company of such women as wonlld
inspire you with a love for stimulants, opiates or any
other inordinate passion. A l')‘ld habit is easily acquired,
but very bard to root out. A drunken iman is surely
had enontrh hut there is nothing more disgraceful, wore
dlwmtmtr than a drusken mother.

Always remember that your husband is the head of
the family, the master of the house. Never try to usur P
his rights. Every virtuous, prudent woman can, by her
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geatleness and devoteduess, gradually win such influence
over her husband as to induce him te forsake his evil
ways and become a loving and affectionate busband and
father. The influence or a good wite over her
husband is isresistible.  Always set your husband a good
example, and be will, in spite of himself, feel drawn to
follow it.

PAREFTS MUST PROCURE FOR THEIR CHILDREN A
Carnoric epucaTioN. When your children are old
enough send them to a Catholic sehool and to po other,
if possible. Such is the decision of our Holy Father,
the Pope, to the Bishups of the United States. It i not
enough for you, Catholic purents, to provide for the
temporal warts of your children, to give them a brilliant
secular education, 10 bequeath tleem wealth and hooors:
you must, above all, give them a thorough religious edu-
cation; you st bring them up» for Heavenr. Remember
that St. Paul says: <«Without faith i% #s impossible to
please God,’” impossible to enter Heaven. Without the
knowledge and practice of faith there can be mo tirue
wisdom, for the beginning of wisdom is the fear of the
Lord. (Ps., 110: 10.) The cause of so much crime is
not ignorance of profane lemrning; it is Godlessness or
the lack of the fear of God. Godlessness proceeds from
ignorance of religion and the neglect of the sacred duties
it imposes. If the faith is to be hunded down to future
generations, the childrer must be thorvoughly grounded
in the faith. Send your children to a Catholic sclool,
send them regularly. They camnot learn well unless you
do so. Iu our days Catholics are obliged to mingle with
a corrupt and unbelieving world. They shoukt know
their religion well so that they may be able to defend it.
You must give your childrer a good religious training at
home and in school. Watch over your children. Teach
them to he always faithful and honest. Woe to you if
you are careless about their actions, the company they
keep and the dangers that threaten their innocence.

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Keep your children away from the streets, especially at
night. Accustom your children to go to Ted early and
to rise early. To inspire your hoys and girls with a love
of home do all you can to make home aglee.thle. Watch
over the reading of your children. Provide thewm with
good Catholic hooks. Erect a little altar, before which
you and your children may koeel in prayver, especially in
the evening. Keep away from your house all unbecom-

ing pictures and statues, all trashy novels, all papers and
books hurtful to faith and morals.

Children have their faults, and your children are no
exception to the rule. Ycu must bagin in early infancy
to correct their funlts. Do not spare the rol.  Some
Parents are constantly scolding and threatening their
children, yet never inflict any punichment. Others neat
and ahuse their children in anrer. Others, azain, neg-
lect to reprimand or punish their children; thev allow
them to have their own way in every thmz. All such
perents ruin their children. Excessive severity makes

the children weak-minded or hypocrites, while too great

leniency is apt to make them criminals. After pumbh-
ing them do not pet them. Do not listen to their tales
or take their part against their neighbor and especially
against their teacher. Whenever a cbhild is punished in
school the presumption is that the punishment was de-
served. Do not condemn the teacher or neighbor on the
bare, perhaps untruthful, report of the child. Your
readiness to accept tales against teacher or neighbor will
‘encourage your children to manufacture such tales when-
ever it suits their purpose. In correcting your children
father and mother should act in concert. It is not
enough {0 correct and punish them when they do wrong;
yeu should also encourag them when they do well. You
should even reward them sometimes for their good con-
duct. Be careful, however, always to not give them
much money, and 'when they have money try and find out
how they spend it. You should not only teach them econ
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omy, the value of money and what it costs to earn it, but
You must also inspire them with sentiments of Christian
charity and a spirit of generosity to the poor, the church
and all charitable works. Many parents destroy at home
whatever gnod has been done by the priest or teacher.
A good example should be giver by the parents. Bat
how many parents are selfish, dishonest, devoid of all
patience, meekness aud charity! They bioak the laws
of abstinence, habitually neglect their prayers, Holy
Mass, the word of God, the reception of the Secraments,
the readiog of good books and papers, and yet they ex-
pect their children to become models of virture. Re-
member that you can reap only what you have sown.
Remember that example is bester than precept. Chris-
tian parents, do not bring up your children in idleness.
Teach them to earn a decent living. Do not try to make
all your boys book-keepers and all your girls school
teachers. It is well for the:r to learn a triude. Even if
you have wealth in abun lance, teach your daughters to
take part in the housebold duties. Let them learn how
to cook, sew, wash, etc. Do wot let them spend their
time in the parlor while the mother works in the kitchen.
As soon as your children bhave ftinished. their schooling,
put them to work at once. Idleness is the parent of vice.
Uautil they are of age oblige them to bring all their
earnings home. Nothing is more apt to ruin a boy than
to let him do as he pleases with his earnings. If your
child is called to the married life, you must not oppose
his vocation. Some parents do not wish to see their
children married for fear of losing their help. You
even find wicked parents who sell the soul of their
daughter and force her to marry a rich man for whom
she has no affection. You find wicked mothers who take
their daughters to balls, theatre parties, and other
smusements in-the hope of securing a wealthy hushand.
In many cases the parents are to blame for the unhappy
marriages cOntracted hy their children. Never oppose in
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any way the priestly or religious vocation of your chil-
dren. ’
