That God could take on human form is contrary to Hebraic thinking.



The strongest difference between the greek and hebraic thinking lies in the area that Almighty God of the universe could take a human body and come down to the earth as a man.  We need to understand that it is contrary to every kind of Hebraic thought that every existed.  It is contrary, the idea that the infinite God can be contained in any one vessel, whoever that is, is so far fetched from anything that is of the Bible  it actually stands against every single scripture. (1:12)



You need to understand the Hebraic understanding of how things work, therefore, God takes personal ownership.  Is that his blood that's poured out?  Come on!  That is a blasphemy, the idea that God would reduce himself to human blood, even perfect human blood, and the idea that God can die?  Come on folks!  The idea that God can suffer and be crucified?  I mean this is absolute pagan thinking!  (20:43)



Rebuttle: God appeared multiple times in human form in Old Testament times.

The first one is very simple.  Thomas is in shock.  Look, picture you, and all of a sudden your spiritual eyes were opened and the archangel Gabriel was standing in front of you.   What do you think you'd do? You'd freak out, and you'd probably say "My God," you know, you wouldn't be in your rational sitting mind.  All right, that's the first; this is not a theological statement that Thomas is making; it's a statement by a doubting man who all of a sudden had his spiritual eyes opened. He didn't believe in the resurrection, he didn't believe that he fulfilled all his promises, that's why he's called doubting Thomas.  So the first one, it's a statement of pure shock.   (28:01)



Rebuttle: This is possible but not likely, looking at other examples of swearing recorded by John, and assuming Thomas to be a devout Jew.



First, Thomas was a practicing Jew, and taking God's name in vain was prohibited by the ten commandments.  For this explaination to be true requires that John here recorded Thomas's act of breaking the ten commandments, which is what the context of the passage is about.  This explaination is possible, but only if one assumes that Thomas was not a devout Jew.

Second, it is worth checking to see if John records actual swear words at other places in his book.  For example, we have Peter's oath when he denied Christ.  However, in this case, John does even record that Peter swore; other gospel accounts tell us not his swear words, but that he swore.  Here again, this explaination is possible, but only if you assume that in this one case, John recorded actual swear words, instead of what is more common in the gospels, to record that he swore.

Now the second one is again the word used is not "ha ...ho theos," should be "ho theos", not "ha" excuse me; "ha" is laughing; "ho theos" in greek; so make a correction if you wrote that down-- H-O  He didn't use "ho theos," he used "theos" again, meaning my supreme authority of which he is.  As an apostle, he is Thomas's supreme authority as he was all the apostles's as he is over all of God's body. (28:38)



Rebuttle:  This is simply false according to The Greek New Testament, Third corrected edition, ©1966, 1968, 1975, 1983 United Bible Societies.  John 20:28.  Both prases, "lord" and "god," have the article "ho", and there is no manuscript controversy over this passage.
