Family associations are increasingly responsible for the costly financing of production costs, and the Frary Family Association has been well rewarded by the careful, professional job done by the authors. They were scrupulous in avoiding the pit-falls into which so many stumble. The Frary family is not credited with a coat-of-arms and the single baptism found for a John Frary in the correct time period is given simply as one possibility among many unknowns. Even the traditional history of the Frary House at Deerfield, Mass., has been questioned in light of recent research by architectural historians. This strenuous search for the facts is highly commendable.
