Gentlemen:





	You are hereby warned of the forthcoming return of; _____________________________


to the United States, in the near future.  They will be dehydrated, demoralized, with dry flaky skin and suffering from withdrawal symptoms.  Do not be alarmed!  Be mindful of the past 2 years.  We ask you, therefore, to read and remember the following instructions submitted for your guidance in aiding rehabilitation.





Do’s


	When they arrive, at the airport, send someone to meet them.  It is suggested that you rent a U-haul truck to transport all of the items from the Bazaar they will be bringing with them.  Fill a cupboard with all of their favorite foods and beverages.  All food and drink should be served at room temperature.  Note:  Do not include any imported items.  Warn all non-whites, living locally, not to approach too closely until they recover from the habit of pushing and shoving with their elbows.  Purchase an English/Farsi phrase book.  With this you should be able to engage them in conversation within a very short time.





Don’ts


	Do not mention any of the following in their presence:  Iran, Tehran, Helicopters, New construction, Smog, Desert, Snow, Traffic, Shipping baskets, rates of exchange, Roccal or Jubes.  Do not feed them any of the following:  Rice, Lamb, Chicken, Goat Cheese, Tea or Yogurt.  Do not be alarmed if they:  Read old newspapers, walk on the back of their first pair of shoes until they are flat (actually they are easier to get on and off that way), adjust the radio to bring in the static, stand in the street with a water hose washing the street down, mumble “salaam” to everyone they meet, pile small boulders in the street to slow down traffic, scream with delight when it rains, upon seeing smooth sidewalks, paved streets, saran wrapped produce and clean retail establishments.  Don’t be alarmed if they:  jump four feet backwards (upon hearing a car horn), snarl “burro gomsho” to any children or old ladies who approach them, throw the garbage out of their front windows, put the trash outside the front door and try to tip the trashman 50 cents per month, to carry it away, turn all the pilot lights off after each meal, dump a bucket full of water on the floor every day (even if you have carpeting which they won’t recognize), sleep late every Thursday and Friday and cannot understand what everyone is doing home on Saturday and Sunday, stand in the street loudly calling out their destination and when finally picked up by some kind soul who fears for their safety - give him a dime upon departing his car.  Do not, under any circumstances, say “Farda” or “Merci”.





	Until you feel that they are their old selves again (should that happen) do not let them out on their own.  When shopping, if they insist on carrying an ice-chest, buy 6 cases of beer and all the Campbells soup on the shelf, run from department to department in the supermarket, haggling over prices and trying to pay each attendant for each purchase, apologize to the storekeeper and explain that they have been “away” and really mean well and then, lead them from the store as quickly as possible.





	They will probably be frightened at seeing the following:  Dishwashers, grass, telephones which are operational, McDonald’s hamburgers, donuts, paper cups and women not covered in cloth from head to toe.  Be patient and explain their uses.  Let them know that, in your house, there is a bathroom available at all times and it will not be necessary for them to memorize the locations of all the big hotels in town.  It may, however, be necessary to give them a refresher course on “How to use the Western toilet” and, by all means, introduce them to toilet paper.





	Before allowing them to drive, it will be necessary to teach them the rules of the road.  In the States, they should be reminded, it is not customary to get into the left lane before attempting a right turn.  Nor is backing down a one-way street legal, drivers do not start across the street until the light on the pole in front of them has turned a brilliant shade of green.  It is not acceptable to make a left turn into a busy street by turning into the right-hand parking lane of the street then making your way across to the left side of the road in the next block or tow,.  A full stop for pedestrians is appreciated by them and the local police, and do not honk the horn and proceed full speed ahead upon seeing another roving object on the road.  Each time the car starts up, pretend to look underneath the car then assure them there are not recumbent Iranians or jube-dogs under the wheels.  If the journey is in excess of five miles, assure them that you have a serviceable spare tire and jack and that you have a plastic jug of water in the trunk.





	Bear in mind that under those dusty, ragged exteriors, there beats two hearts of gold.  Treat them with patience and kindness and you will be able to rehabilitate the hollow shells of the happy couple you once knew.





	Should you eventually consider that rehabilitation is impossible, telephone:  BHI, Bedford (reverse the charges), ask for the overseas department and they, by the adept use of such technical terms as; “New Project”, “Unlimited Overtime”, “Profit Sharing”, “R&R”, “APO”, “Commissary”, “Full Relocation Allowance”, etc. will take the problem off your hands and they will once again leave the US - probably never to return again.
