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Liturgy Competition
for the Youth of the Philippines: 

(and the other Traditional Catholic groups)
What is it?

For the FIFTH time, a competition is now launched to encourage the learning of Liturgy among the various Traditional Catholic groups of the Philippines.

The competition consists in learning the books 

 The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass (Kingdom of God Series)  

(another book will be given after Christmas for the participants of the National Contest) and for
the 14 years old and under, the Baltimore Catechism, no. 2 (again)
What are the prizes?

The prizes will be the following:

National Individual Prizes

· First National Prizes

a) For the 15 – 30 age group: a trip to one of the Pilgrimages or Traditional Ceremonies (such as an ordination, etc.) in Europe in 2007-2008.

b) For the 31-and-over age group: a round trip ticket to Singapore 

c) For the 14 and under:  the equivalent of the fare for two for the National Pilgrimage in Bohol 

NOTES: The age will be calculated on the day of the Final at 11.59 pm, local time, during the Pilgrimage 2007  The winners of these First prizes cannot qualify for the First prizes of following years. However they still can compete, and in case they would have the best score, they would win the Second Prize, and then the Second Prize Winner would qualify for the First Prize.

· Second National Prize: 

a) For the 15 + age groups (combined, i.e. one second prize only for the first two groups as described in the First National Prizes above): the fare for the 2007 Pilgrimage in Bohol or a St Andrew’s Daily Missal

b) For the 14 and under: A beautiful Statue of Our Lady

· Third National Prize: 

a) For the 15 + age groups: A Daily Missal

b) For the 14 and under: A beautiful picture

· There will be consolation prizes for the other participants of the National Test.
Clan Prizes

· The Clan/Praesidium/etc of the winner of the First National Prize (15-30 age group) will receive a special prize as well as each Clan member of the winning Clan.

Conditions of the Competition

1) Participants 

a) In general

The Competition is open to all Traditional Catholics frequenting an SSPX chapel or Mission, in or out of the Philippines (for the latter, if they qualify for the National Test, they will take the Final exam prior to the Bohol Pilgrimage if they cannot participate in it.)

b) Selected participants for the National Test

The top 30 best scores of the 15 + age groups (combined); and the top 10 of the 14 and under, of the Christmas test will qualify for the National Test.

2) Dates and places of tests
a) Christmas Tests: 

Between Dec. 26, 2006 and January 15, 2007, according to the priests’ schedule.  

Location: in each Mass center.

b) National Test: 

At the 6th  Annual Pilgrimage of the Apostles of Mary, MAY 11, 2007
Location: in Carmen, Bohol.

3) Matter of the Tests

a)  Christmas Test

15+ age group: he Holy Sacrifice of the Mass (Kingdom of God series) (whole book)

14 and under: Baltimore Catechism n. 2, questions 1- 200   (A word for word answer is expected!)

b) National Test

15+ age group:  To be announced in January
14 and under: the whole book of Baltimore n.2 (word for word…!)

The Tests will consist in a written examination.

4) Judges

· The Judges of the Clan Tests will be the priest-in-charge of the Mass centers.

· The Judge of the National Test will be the District Superior of Asia, or, if he cannot attend, his representative.  He will be assisted by the chaplain of the Apostles of Mary and one or two other priests of the District of Asia.

5) Passport and visa

Part of the First National Prize will include the various expenses in obtaining a passport and the visa.  If the visa cannot be obtained within 12 months of the contest, it will be commuted to another prize.
