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Landscaping improvements within the Westview Village community are underway and are schedule to be completed before 7/15//99.    The landscaping improvements are the culmination of many months of planning and discussion among the board and landscape contractors.   Here is an overview of the history and timeline of this initiative:   

Dec ‘98-Feb ’99 – Initial Request for Quotes (RFQ)

Starting last quarter of ‘98 the board solicited several requests for quotes for landscaping improvements within the community.  During this period, the homeowners association requested and received various estimates for landscaping.

Mar ‘99  - Homeowner’s Meeting

On March 16, the homeowners met to discuss landscaping improvements and other community issues.  Westview Village landscaping issues and costs were discussed.  The unanimous consensus among the homeowners who attended the meeting was to upgrade the landscaping at once (not in separate phases) and to include the front entryway in the upgrade.  One of the bidding contractors was present and discussed landscaping issues with the homeowners.

Apr-May  ‘99– Final selection & Bid scrub

Bid scrub and final selection of the landscaping contractors occurred during this timeframe.  Meetings with horticulturists, the board and the contractors were held to refine the statement of work for the effort.  The four projects were awarded to two separate contractors in a competitive bid. 

June – Improvements Started

The landscape improvements commenced in June of ’99, roughly one month behind the original anticipated schedule, but just in time for the rainy season to help the plants take root.   The details of the work and the separate projects are shown in graphical form in the following section.  

The landscape improvements will be performed in four separate projects: 

1) Project 1- North common area along 101st Way 

· Install cocoplum hedge along guardrail 

· Mulch entire landscaping along 101st Way.

· Install street light along 101st Way. (Note: Pending homeowner acceptance) 

2) Project 2 – East and West side of entrance along Westview Drive. 

· Remove dead and diseased landscaping in beds and along back hedge

· Remove unsightly or non original  landscaping (Saw Palmetto, Firebush, etc.); Removed silver buttonwood

· Trim hedge to uniform height

· Install low maintenance, landscaping; mulch

3) Project #3 – Front entrance way and median

· Remove dead and diseased landscaping in beds, under Royal Palms, and along Median

· Remove Saw Palmetto and replace with low maintenance palms.  

· Add palms to front entryway; add colorful variety of annuals;  and low maintenance bedding 

· Trim cocoplum & entryway hedge to uniform height

· Landscape upgrade under Royal Palms / existing Cocoplum; mulch 

4) Project #4 – East Common Area along 100th Ave. 

· [image: image4.wmf]Sod dead areas; landscape Palm islands; Mulch tree & hedge beds.

Frequently asked Questions about the Special Assessment 

We have received several calls on the special assessment notices that have been sent to homeowners.  Here were some of your questions:

1. What is the special assessment for? 

The $200 assessment will pay for the landscaping improvements described above. 

2. Who voted for this assessment? 

The Westview Village Board of Directors voted in favor of the special assessment based upon the consensus of the homeowners in attendance at the March 16th homeowners meeting.  

3. Why was the assessment request sent out during the same month as our association fee notice?

The association fees are due on six month boundaries (bi-annually).  The special assessment fee for the landscape upgrades is due within 30 days of the work being done.  The landscaping needed to be installed as soon as possible in time for the rainy season.   

The landscaping special assessment fee was split into two payments over two months to relieve the burden of both payments within the same month.

Deed Restrictions 

Please take some time this quarter to assess if your property is compliant with our community’s Deed Restrictions.  The most frequent violations cited by our Property Management Company are mailboxes requiring painting and roofs needing cleaning.  
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You can get the paint for your mailbox at any paint dealer (Driftwood #23 – Pittsburgh paints), or can obtain a paint kit by calling Michael & Kyle (344-6484).  
Safety Issues 

[image: image6.wmf]Several incidents of “near misses” with vehicles speeding within our community have been reported.  Speeding endangers the lives of our neighbors, so please observe the posted speed limit and take extra care to drive slowly when children are present.  

This is the greatest safety issue within Westview Village.  The board is concerned about ensuring the safety of the streets within our community.  

In response to this issue, a proposal to allow Coral Springs Police to install speed traps within the community will be discussed at the next homeowners meeting.  This will provide a forum for residents to express their thoughts & ideas to the rest of the community.  

Please report any serious or potentially dangerous (or safety related) incidents to the Board of Directors, the Property Management Company, or the proper authorities.  (Refer to attached contact list). 

Please be advised that there have been limited incidents of vandalism and burglary within our community.   Please be on the “neighborhood watch” and report any suspicious persons / activities to the Board of Directors, the Property Management Company, or the proper authorities. 

Various other incident reports (house alarms / car alarms/ dogs barking / pet disturbances / loud stereos / late parties / trespassing) have been reported.  Please be courteous to your neighbors and respect their rights / privacy under our community’s deed restrictions.   Please feel free to contact the Board of Directors if you have questions or concerns regarding these issues. 

Hedges
As of, May 25, 99, the city of Coral Springs zoning code was changed to allow a higher maximum height for community hedge(s).  The previous code allowed a maximum height of six (6) feet.   The new code states:   “The height of hedges shall not exceed ten (10) feet in the side or rear yards”. 



Home Lighting 

The Westview Village deed restrictions require that we keep the front area of our homes lighted in the evening.  

Many homeowners have mentioned that they have to change the front light post bulb too frequently.  Here’s a suggestion you might consider to save time and inconvenience of frequently changing the bulb

Install a florescent light bulb rather than an incandescent bulb.  It can last over ten times longer than an incandescent bulb and they can be purchased for about $12-$20 from most home improvement stores.  They normally don’t have to be changed more than once every year or 10,000 hours. 

Irrigation

Maintenance of the sprinkler system will be handled by F&S Irrigation Service starting May ‘99.  The previous irrigation service provider was let go due to the contractors failure to reliably and properly maintain the sprinkler system during the spring dry season.  Please report any broken, misdirected sprinkler heads to F&S Irrigation Service (572-4930).

Special thanks to Steve Schambo who volunteered his time to get the system up and running to prevent landscaping damage.

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NEWSPAPERS - Separate from other recyclables and place on top or side of bin. Newspapers may be places in a brown paper bag.





CARDBOARD BOXES – Flatten and tie in bundles no larger than 2ft. X 2ft.





GLASS BOTTLES & JARS – Discard lids and rinse (clear, brown & green bottles only





FOOD & BEVERAGE – Steel cans & Aluminum cans are accepted





PLASTIC BOTTLES – only plastic bottles with the numbers 1, 2 or 3 on the bottom of containers are accepted.  Discard lids & rinse (flatten to save space)





BEVERAGE CARTONS – Drink boxes, milk & juice containers are accepted





Yard Waste


Tree trimmings, wood or branches should be secured in bundles, not to exceed 4 ft. in length or 40 lbs. 





Small grass clippings or leaves may be bagged or placed in a can, not to exceed 32 gal. Or 40 lbs.  Loose material may not be collected.





Bundled or containerized yard waste will be picked up curbside on your regular collection day.





Curbside bulk pickups


(furniture, appliances, carpeting, toys, etc)

Place at curbside by 6:30am on scheduled pickup days
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
