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Landscaping Improvements 

Westview Village Community 

Landscaping improvements have been completed for projects 1, 2, & 3 (see detail below).  The new property Management Company (CCM) is working with Sunshine Landscaping to schedule the final section of work, project #4.   These projects have taken over 6 months of planning and over 8 months in implementing the improvements.       

Landscaping Overview 

The landscape improvements were segmented into four separate projects as detailed below.   Information regarding the total cost breakdown of the material and labor expenses are detailed in the attachment of this newsletter.  


Project 1 - Improvement of North common area along 101st Way 

· Install cocoplum hedge along guardrail 

· Mulch entire landscaping along 101st Way.

Project 2 – Improvement of east and west side of entrance along Westview Drive. 

· Remove dead and diseased landscaping in beds and along back hedge

· Remove unsightly or non original  landscaping (Saw Palmetto, Firebush, etc.); Removed silver buttonwood

· Trim hedge to uniform height

· Install low maintenance, landscaping; mulch


Project #3 – Improvement of Front entranceway and median

· Remove dead and diseased landscaping in beds, under Royal Palms, and along Median

· Remove Saw Palmetto and replace with low maintenance palms.  

· Add palms to front entryway; add colorful variety of annuals;  and low maintenance bedding 

· Trim cocoplum & entryway hedge to uniform height

· Remove sparse plants under Royal Palms; Add uniform Cocoplum; mulch 

Project #4 – Improvement of East Common Area along 100th Ave. 

· Sod dead areas; landscape Palm islands; Mulch tree & hedge beds.

Other Improvements
In addition to the major landscaping improvements, various other maintenance items / improvements were implemented since the last the newsletter.  

Street Sign Repair - The street signs within the community (Street Names, Stop, Caution, Children Playing, etc.) were straightened & painted.   

Front Sign & Wall - The front sign & wall was pressured cleaned & painted to match the communities mailbox colors (Driftwood/ Dark Brown).   In addition the front entry sign area irrigation system was repaired and expanded to accommodate the modified landscaping.  

Front Entry Median Curbs - The front entryway median cubs were pressured cleaned to remove mildew and stains that had accumulated over a period of time. 


Proposed Ideas & Improvements

There are improvements that have been identified at the previous homeowners meeting, or that have been proposed since.  The following is a list of potential improvements for the homeowner's community to consider:

· Install streetlight along 101st Way. 

· Enhancement of lighting in front entry sign area. 

· Fountain in lake visible from entryway

· Isolation berm bordering the Sawgrass expressway and the Westview Village community.

· Repair of rotted wood in street signs

· Mailbox maintenance service

· Street Striping

· Sprinkler System for 101st way common area

· Institute an electronic mailing list (Suggested by the Fehrs) 

· Install Cocoplum along lake guardrail

Deed Restrictions 

Please take some time this quarter to assess if your property is compliant with our community’s Deed Restrictions.   Enforcement of these restrictions will be the focus for the new property Management Company.   Please contact a board member if you have questions or concerns regarding compliance in these areas.  

Common area landscaping - Westview Village homeowners are not permitted to remove or replace landscaping on common areas or easements without the prior written consent of the Westview Village Board of Directors.    Refer to Article IV, section 5D (page 13) of the deed restrictions for further details.  

Alteration of exterior colors - Westview Village Homeowners are not permitted to CHANGE the original exterior color of their residence without the prior written consent of the Westview Village Board of Directors.    If you are planning to change the exterior color of your house, please propose the new color to the board PRIOR to painting your home.  

Refer to Article V, section 1A (page 14) of the deed restrictions for further details.   

The most frequent violations cited by our Property Management Company are:

· mailboxes requiring painting 

· Roofs needing cleaning.  

· Inoperative front yard pole mounted light fixture 

You can obtain the paint for your mailbox at any paint dealer (Driftwood #23 – Pittsburgh paints), or can request a paint kit by calling 344-6484 or email westview_hoa@yahoo.com.  


Safety Issues 

Several incidents of “near misses” with vehicles speeding within our community have been reported.  

Speeding endangers the lives of our neighbors, so please observe the posted speed limit and take extra care especially when children are present.

NEWSPAPERS - Separate from other recyclables and place on top or side of bin. Newspapers may be places in a brown paper bag.





CARDBOARD BOXES – Flatten and tie in bundles no larger than 2ft. X 2ft.





GLASS BOTTLES & JARS – Discard lids and rinse (clear, brown & green bottles only





FOOD & BEVERAGE – Steel cans & Aluminum cans are accepted





PLASTIC BOTTLES – only plastic bottles with the numbers 1, 2 or 3 on the bottom of containers are accepted.  Discard lids & rinse (flatten to save space)





BEVERAGE CARTONS – Drink boxes, milk & juice containers are accepted





Yard Waste


Tree trimmings, wood or branches should be secured in bundles, not to exceed 4 ft. in length or 40 lbs. 





Small grass clippings or leaves may be bagged or placed in a can, not to exceed 32 gal. Or 40 lbs.  Loose material may not be collected.





Bundled or containerized yard waste will be picked up curbside on your regular collection day.

(furniture, appliances, carpeting, toys, etc)


Call Southern Sanitation at 974-7500 at least 24 hours in advance to ensure pickups for large appliances.


Place at curbside by 6:30am on scheduled pickup days
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
