Color-changing ink
When viewed head-on, the numeral appears green. When tilted at an angle, The ink appears the standard black.

Watermark
When put up to the light, a replica of the center portrait is visible on the right side of the bill. These are woven into the paper itself.

Security Thread

This is a polyester ribbon that can be seen when held up to the light. It indicates which denomination the bill to keep counterfeiters from washing of the ink of a small bill and changing it to a large bill.

Demo Dollar

Used to add extra points in Dr. Kelly’s classes. Only security feature is his initials on the back.
