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2. Atticus is most definitely a good father. He is a good father because he is fair. He looks at both points of view to every problem. When Jem goes crazy on Mrs. Dubose’s flowers, Atticus makes him read to her. This makes Jem and Scout understand why Mrs. Dubose is the way she is. He also never beats his children. He finds other ways to get through to his kids.
3. An example of hypocrisy would be Scout’s teacher. She tells the class that discrimination against anyone is bad. Scout hears her telling a friend at the trial that it is about time someone put those colored folk in their place. An example of evil would be Bob Ewell. He attacks the children because he isn’t man enough to confront Atticus. An example of injustice would be the conviction of Tom Robinson. Atticus proved that Tom physically could not have given those injures to Mayella Ewell. The jury convicted him anyway. 

4. Jem changes drastically throughout the book. He is just beginning puberty and becomes extremely moody. He often goes off on Scout for no reason. He also starts eating enough for four people. He doesn’t want Scout to hang around him as much and he likes his football magazines.

5. Scout doesn’t like school at all. When she first arrives at school her teacher makes her feel like she shouldn’t be able to read or write yet. This makes Scout not want to participate and feel like she is wasting her time.

8. Mr. Dolphus Raymond is a man in town who lives with a Negro woman and has had children with her. He sits with the Negroes downtown. While he sits there he drinks from a Coke bottle covered in a brown paper bag. Everyone thinks that he has whiskey in the bottle. They also think that he is always drunk. He actually drinks Coke from the bottle. He acts drunk because he says it gives people a reason for his behavior.

9. Atticus defends Tom Robinson because if he didn’t he wouldn’t be able to face his children. He does it because he knows it is the right thing to do and he also knows that if he doesn’t do it no one will. He is also appointed to the case by Judge Taylor.
12. Scout is a very important part of Atticus’s life. She talks with him and they are very close. Dill is not an integral part of his parents’ life. He feels that they would be fine without them. His parents promise to do things with him but they never follow through on it.

13. Scout broke up the mob in front of the jail by making them realize exactly what they were doing. She put them into Atticus’s place. She made them understand Atticus’s situation and why he was doing what he was doing.
