It must also include the presentation of a song which you like with the text of the song, its translation and a bearing exercise on the grammar or the vocabulary of the song and if possible the recording of the song. 

3. Third part: 

Presentation of your project to the class with the exercise which you prepared. The presentation will not be done in Lab. You can print your page to give a document to the pupils. Your presentation must absolutely include the listening of the song.

He had her changer her name to Piaf which means sparrow in Parisian slang.

Maurice Chevalier had attended her first performance and loved it.

Her passionate and heart-felt music entertained and changed her audience.

In 1935 she began singing in the large music halls of Paris.

Later in World War II she had sang for French prisoners of war and helped some escape.

After she began touring the world singing for many countries.
