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A Very, Very, Very Short Summary of ROUGES

The story of this movie would be better suited if it were divided up into three separate parts, but in order for the two other parts to be made I will have to sell you on the first.


In Rogues, Earth has been drifting for a countless number of years, and it has only recently (as in the last one hundred years or so) found a new star to orbit.  The cause of it’s journey was the collapse of the Sun, which, after it began to lose energy, was no longer able to hold the Earth and the other outer planets in it’s orbit.  But enough of the details.


Two alien confederates have sent ships to the planet to investigate this new anomaly, which has happened to have found a star in disputed territory.  The W’innts, a humanoid face with fur covering their bodies and long claws protruding from their hands and feet, are a warlike race who are tenacious in defending any territory they consider to be theirs.  The Yrarmairians, a tall reptilian race with long foreheads and long ponytails protruding from their heads, also believe that the territory is theirs.
