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Rates

Indexing: US$0.70 per entry, regardless of the number of page citations per entry, level of entry, or difficulty of text. This annually adjusted rate is an empirically reasonable average derived from much experience.

Editing: US$15.00 per hour, or an average of US$3.00 per page. The job I did on the book "Nonlinear Photonics" was technical and mathematical, and required polishing the Chinese authors' English into standard usage, to compensate for their varying degrees of fluency in written English.
